Introduction

Mental health issues in both developed and developing countries are rapidly increasing since the
last decade. Mental health is defined as a productive condition wherein internal stability facilitates
an individual utilising personal capacity in fulfilling societal values via fundamental cognitive
capabilities, social skills, and emotional expressions, including empathy and flexibility (Galderisi
et al., 2015). The internal equilibrium degree varies according to the individual harmonious state
between the body and the mind. Meanwhile, ten categories of mental health disorders are
identified, namely depression (Hasan et al., 2020), anxiety (Hasan et al., 2020), attention-
deficit/hyperactivity disorder (ADHD; Pehlivanidis et al., 2020), bipolar disorder (MclIntyre et al.,
2020), schizophrenia (Geretsegger et al., 2017), post-traumatic stress disorder (PTSD), insomnia,
addiction and substance abuse, eating disorders (anorexia, bulimia, and binge-eating), and
borderline personality disorder. Every illness associated with physical or mental aspects is
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considered to be contributed by both psychological and spiritual components (Kang, 2010), which
requires a pertinent treatment encompassing both physical and psychological aspects.

Thirukkural, Ancient Tamil Literature

Thirukkural is known as a highly ethical text (Muniapan & Rajantheran, 2011) enlightening Tamil
literature delivered by man to man more than 2000 years ago. Thirukkural written by
Thiruvalluvar, who also known as Deivappulavar or Poyyappulavar. The term thiru represents
holy or sacred, and Kural means shortened or condensed (Chandran, 2017). This literature text
contains 133 chapters with ten couplets or kurals in each chapter resulting in 1330 couplets. The
categorization of sections and chapters in Thirukkural was done much later by other scholars after
the emergence of Thirukkural. Based on the categorization, the couplet resembles a fourfold life
goals composed of righteous living (aram), materials living (porul), love and passion (inbam), and
release from the rebirth cycle (veedu) (Nagarajan, 2005). Thirukkural just narrated the first three
goals since the fourth goal can be achieved by leading life based on the three highly ethical
principles set by Thirukkural. All three parts of thirukkural emphasize every aspect of human life
and provide ethical and moral content beyond boundaries.

Quialitative Interpretive Methodology

The Methodology implied here is the qualitative method as this is library research where text
extraction is made and then it is interpreted. This is called the hermeneutics method. According to
Oliver (2015), hermeneutics is a discipline that sets itself upon the task of specifying and
justifying a methodology of interpretation, originally of texts, but by extension of many other
interpretation It has also been called the science or art of interpretation. Dyer, (2010), mentioned
that hermeneutics refers to the practice and theory of interpretation. It involves understanding and
interpretation that could be justified. It describes a theory of understanding and explains diverse
methodologies for interpreting texts, objects, and concepts.

Hermeneutics places its concerns in making data collected to be communicable and intelligible.
Hermeneutics stretches up across from history epochs, methods and all the disciplines in the
humanities, natural sciences, and social sciences (Oliver, 2015).

Thirukkural and Mental IlIness

For every human the mind is the basis of life, death, growth, decay, fame, fortune, feeling and
passion. There are differences in opinion as to where mind resides, but there are no differences of
opinion that the mind is the basis of thought, speech and action. If the mind is pure, all the activities
of the life will be pure, and act of morality will take place accordingly.

K- 341, where Thiruvalluvar explains that the mind is good for various developments of a human
being. He has also clarified that by controlling the senses with mental energy, we can obtain
various energies. Energies that ordinary people cannot obtain. If the mind stands in control of high
ideas like truth, handwork, humanity, determination, elevation and acts accordingly, then it is said
that the mind is in good state. If the mind deviates from the above or similar high norm as
mentioned above, loses its control, seeks harm to themselves and causes harm to others, then it is
said that the mind is diseased (Moganaraj 2005).
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There are many causes/reasons for mental illnesses. The minds manifestations are many. From the
manifestations many are the evils that results from them. Thiruvalluvar revealed to his best ability
some of the solutions for mental illness.

Inferiority Complex

Many people have inferiority complex where they think that they are inferior in many ways
compared to others (Mani, 2019). This is seen as a mental illness. People with this mental illness,
get tired in life at all stages and levels of life. Inferiority complex due to lack of wealth is heart-
breaking that will cause low esteem talks can tire and bring down on individual motivation.

Inferiority creates an environment in which no action can be performed perfectly through the
individual gain. Though the individual gain respect and fame from the task performed, inferiority
complex will not allow him to gain the necessary respect. This inferiority complex that exits in
some people will also create a mindset to show themselves as big and powerful or boastful. Some
try to coverup their inferiority complex by boasting about themselves. K-978 K-979 — this is an
escape acting will not be permanent.

People with this mind set, are more advanced than others. They are reluctant to show others that
they are academically inferior to others. They try to show off so that they don’t lose. The struggle
feeling of such people can be seen when their action is manifested in the opposite effects caused
by the actions.

K- 844, K-845, K401, K 402. This is where outcome becomes the opposite of their actions.

Individuals with this mental status mentioned by the above kurals. People with this temperament
have a funny attitude (Kayalvizhy, 2021). For example, when a person whos has not seen
something says that he has seen it, reflex the inferiority in him as the individual reflexs a lowly
person fearing that others will think him as inferior if he says that he did not see it. Hence, he will
say that he saw it as well. K-849

Thiruvalluvar says it with a hint of humour, “sometimes people show low attitude if they see others
superior to them in something. Thiruvalluvar mentioned that it has becomes natural for inferiority
complex people to envy and live by blaming to envy other. K-1079 (Moganaraj, 2005). The power
of ‘filthiness’ is to underline the dangers of such mentality. People with this mental illness will
develop a condition that cannot be improved at any stage. Here, the person will undergo a plight
of not being able to get glory or fame. In this situation, if someone points out their faults, instead
of trying to correct it, they are engaging in insulting and harming those who point out the fault.
This is mentioned in Kural K- 237.

Condescension can sometimes turn into violent expression. These individuals, when they see other
people who have power in a field, they are unable to tolerate it. They tend to harass these people
to an extend that they even try to eliminate them totally. However, in the end, this action will only
harm the individual or themselves. This is explained clearly in K -894.

Solution to handle this mental health problem. This inferiority complex which is referred to as a
mental issue can not be cured by medicines. It can only be fixed with the clarity of the mind. The
individual has to develop a firm mind or belief that they can achieve any high level, high heights
with their tireless work and effotrs. This belief should be deep rooted gradually in their hearts.
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K- 620, K-619, K-666. These kurals should sink in. deep into the hearts of the individuals. Through
determination, the individual should work with himself and try to remove the deficiency in himself.
Next the individual should clearly know what they are deficient in and gradually develop the
maturity to accept the deficiency even in people who are inferior then them. K-m986 will be a
match for these people as well. Individuals should understand that not everyone can improve in
every field. One can only improve in few fields.

Doubtfulness

Some individuals are doubters. They are doubters of whatever they do. Some don’t even inlife in
themselves. They are often doubt their thoughts, words and actions. To some people this state of
mind is common. This is a mental illness according to Thiruvalluvar. This could be a great disaster.
K-467. Before a task is being done, one should give it many times consideration. It should be
thought about clearly several times on all aspects. Once the task or job has started, then it is very
harmful to be thinking about it again with doubt (Pope 2005).

Similarly, individuals with this mental illness, is most likely to choose a few qualified and talented
people for the task where the work will be entrusted to them. Once the task is given, these
individuals with mental illness will start watching the professionals suspiciously with a doubt. To
doubt someone after clearly selecting the person as a competent person and entrusting him with a
task is the act of a mentally ill person who doubts anything and everything. This action will lead
to great sufferings of the mentally ill individual. K-510.

Such doubts will destroy the relationship with whomever that was suspected. Therefore, there is
also a possibility of industrial damage and material loss as well. K-519. People with such mental
illness of doubting, will not even dare to leave his wife behind when he goes out due to his
suspicions. Thiruvalluvar condemns this deadly act. K-57.

Fear
According to Thiruvalluvar, fear can be described into two categories.

I.  Fear that has a psychic bent towards it. Following an action without fearing of consciousness.
K- 428, K 88, K 201, K44, K325, K366, K464

The above Kurals reflects on how one has to be aware and fearful of their consciousness that
governs mental health. This fear of consciousness will be a guide to lead a healthy life. — K 497, k
382, k 778, k647 , k686, k585. According to Thiruvalluvar, these people should be able to live
without fear in all walks life as free as their conscious. Fear is a mental illness. There are many
people that often basically fear of everything. For some, this might be natural from childhood and
for some, this illness cpuld be due to some event in life that has gone wrong some time back (past
trauma). There could be unforeseen events that a few may have had caused fear in that individual.

Non fearing action — Selfish people are accustomed to doing evil. In these individuals, fere of
consciousness will not vanish in them. K -1075. Here is has been expressed that an evil way of
doing things is to go against the control and do bad things onto the society with fear. For evample,
it is a social crime to mistake another person’s wife as your rightful wife. Mistaking the rightful
wife for another is a social crime. Furthermore, misbehaving against her is a bigger social crime.
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It is described that by doing this even on the death bed the individual committing this crime will
be affrid and regretthis as his consciousness will kill him. K -146. This Kural explains this clearly.

Il.  Fear that is seen as a mental illness.

Those who live like cowards do not care or bother about doing good deeds. By not doing good
deed, they don’t even bother that what others will blame them for their actions. However, when
they see people who kick and give them two pieces of their mind, then these people will resume
and give them what they ask for. K 1077. Those who pretend to be good and do evil are considered
fake preachers. Fake preachers follow evil ways and earn money, promotions etc. They are those
who like economically on evil practices such as weed smuggling are all in the same category.
Everyday these fake preachers are afraid that someone will betray them and they fear when
someone says they will betray them. If people with this mind set have enemies, those enemies can
easily defeat them. K- 863, 869.

I1l.  Fear of the environment and surrounding.
Many times it can be seen that many stumble because they are hesistant to take a point of view
clearly in the withnessroom of many spectaters around them. The main reason for this is thjeir fear.
Due to this fear of the surroundings it makes individuals unable to say what came to say in the first
place. Though they are aware of many concepts, things and can contribute, but because of their
fear, it becomes possible for one to think that the individual does not know anything. Such people
achieve defame instead of fame. K-723, 729, 730.

People who wants to speak in an arena should be fearful if they come with potential knowledge
without fully knowing about the topic of discussion. Such fear can be overcome if the individual
gets the clear idea about what he wants to talk about and come to it.

Fantasy World Life

In human life, some people from time to time live in a fantasy world that they have created
physically or created within themselves. Some people have always been like that. This is also a
type of mental illness. Though there is not much in Thirukkural which refers to people as
mentioned above, There are some Kurals about those who occasionally live in fantasy. K-836,
337, 849.

K-836 , Thiruvalluvar reveals that some people do not know how to live even for a moment. But
when it comes to fantasy world, they are living within the fantasy, counting in billions. Such people
are considered ‘ignorant to live forever’. Some people in this category say they have seen it all
even in reality they have not seen it all. These people live within the fantasy that they have seen it.
Prople who live within theire fantasy have his problem. K -849.

Consciousness and Paradox

Though there is a feel good factor often after knowledge gain through studies and education, When
it come to practice, many of the individuals are unable to practice it. There seems to be a problem
putting theory into practice. The knowledge gained through education has a purpose in to making
man a higher character in every way. However, if the individual is not educated from the
knowledge gained and does not walk through what he has acquired through the knowledge, then
the knowledge is of no use to the individual and to others. According to Tiruvallur, some will have
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a good grasp of academic knowledge, but will not be virtuous. These individuals as classified as
‘wood’ (maram). K-997

Those who have a wide and sharp knowledge, but do not follow the path the knowledge reflects,
instead he decides to be greedy in acquiring other people’s acquisition through wrongful deeds.
There is no point in the knowledge gained by these individuals.

There is also another category among educated people who acquire knowledge in a clearly, widely
and broadly manner. These people will know how to use their knowledge in practical life. They
will realise the gained knowledges usefulness during practical moments. People with this skill is
able to explain the knowledge gained to others and teach other of it. However, they will not walk
through it at all. Thiruvallluvar calls these people as ‘Genius of the Genius’. K-834. Not just with
theoratical education but through experiences as well good virtues can be known to others.
However, when it comes to practical of life ( reality of life), one is unable to walk his thought to
follow according to the knowledge gain. One is unable to follow the practice and tends to
contradict themselves. For these individuals, Thiruvalluval conveys these to them K-318, K-99
(Moganaraj 2005).

These contradictions that one has within himself, Thiruvalluvar beliefs that one should gradually
get rid of this contradictory state of such mental feeling and get rid of the contradiction themselves.
This is because this state cannot be cured by medication. It can only be cured by gradual mental
maturity. K-316 . One should not do to others anything that one finds to be painful. This maturity
and mental state can not be implemented immediately. Rather, a gradual implementation through
maturity is the key to this.

Conclusion

The researcher was currently involved in Thirukkural interpretation, with each Thirukkural couplet
thoroughly checked for content accuracy while revealing hidden meanings on mental health issues.
The sequel study to the present manuscript would focus on the connection between Thirukkural
and mental health issues and develop a pertinent framework for resolving mental health issues
from the study findings. Hence, the current study is an initial attempt to understand Thirukkural’s
connectivity with a healthy lifestyle.

The
conclusions of this research suggest that each family member is advised to maintain family traditions
because the traditions that are practiced can unite family members and strengthen family ties forever.
Furthermore, maintaining the practise that has been passed down through the centuries will help future
generations appreciate and recognise ancient family traditions. Therefore, it is the responsibility of every
person to advise family members to maintain family traditions because they have become an identity and a
treasure that must be defended by every community.

Mathari ialah seorang wanita
yang berasal dari keluarga penternak. Kavunti Adikal meyakini tindakan Mathari yang menyambut
tetamu dengan bersopan- santun, maka Kavunthi Adikal menyerahkan Kannaki di bawah
perlindungan Mathari. Kedatangan Kannaki ke rumah Mathari ditemani oleh kaum penternak yang
lain. Mathari berasa bangga dengan masyarakat setempat yang menemani tetamunya
(Silambu 2: 15, 218-220).

Menyedari latar belakang pasangan suami isteri, Mathari menyediakan tempat tempat penginapan
khas untuk mereka di rumahnya. Walaupun ruang yang disediakan kepada mereka adalah kecil
tetapi Mathari telah memastikan kemudahan dan keselamatan di tempat penginapan mereka berada
di tahap yang baik (Silambu 2: 16, 1-4).

Tindakan
Mathari memberi kepercayaan bahawa dia dan anaknya sentiasa bersedia untuk menghulurkan
bantuan dan menunaikan segala permintaan mereka membuktikan bukan prihatin dan layanan
mesra kepada tetamu. Mathari juga membantu dengan menghulurkan peralatan memasak kepada
Kannaki untuk menyediakan makanan kepada suaminya yang berpuasa (Silambu 2: 16, 18-21).

Mathari khuatir dan sedih apabila beliau merasai banyak petanda buruk terjadi di tempat
kediamannya. Bagi mengelakkan petanda buruk, Mathari wanita menyanyi dan menarikan
kuravaikkoothu bersama-sama. Tarian ini merupakan tarian tradisional keluarga penternak bagi
tujuan menyampaikan doa kepada Tuhan agar menyelamatkan penduduk di tempatnya (Silambu
2: 18, 1-5).
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Analisis Amalan Tradisi Keluarga dalam Karya Silappathikaram

Para sarjana yang mengkaji tentang keistimewaan layanan mesra (viruntompal) terhadap tetamu
yang hadir ke rumah berpendapat bahawa ianya adalah tradisi orang Tamil sejak zaman Sangam
(Krishnan, 2007). Dalam sesebuah keluarga kaum wanita memainkan peranan yang penting untuk
melayan tetamu yang hadir ke rumah. Menurut Ilankovadikal penulis karya ini, Mathari yang
berasal dari keluarga penternak sentiasa bersopan santun walaupun memiliki kekayaan (Sundra
Shanmuganar, 1992). la dapat dilihat apabila Mathari terserempak dengan Kavunti Adikal, dia
telah menyujud kaki beliau sebagai tanda kehormatan (Kesigan, 1963). Di samping itu, Mathari
juga bersetuju untuk memberi perlindungan kepada Kannaki. Ini membuktikan nilai tradisi yang
diamalkan sejak kecil dan mendorongnya bersikap ambil berat terhadap kebajikan orang di
persekitarannya. Ini adalah kerana mengikut pandangan masyarakat Tamil, melakukan kebenaran
(aram) merupakan rukun kepada sesebuah keluarga (Balasubramaniam, 1999).

Setiap tingkah laku, pertuturan dan pemikiran perlu bersifat murni apabila seseorang yang
menerima kunjungan tetamu ke rumah. Sepatutnya Mathari perlu menyediakan makan dan minum
untuk pasangan Kovalan dan Kannaki. Dalam karya Silappathikaram perkara yang sebaliknya
telah berlaku apabila Kannaki yang menyediakan makanan untuk suaminya dan bukannya Mathari
atau anaknya Aiyai. Mathari berpendapat bahawa keluarganya tidak setaraf dengan keluarga
Kovalan dan Kannaki. Mathari juga merasakan bahawa berkemungkinan mereka segan untuk
makan masakannya kerana dia berasal dari keluarga penternak. Lagipun, atas sebab Kovalan
berpuasa menyebabkan Mathari mengizinkan Kannaki menyediakan makanan kepada suaminya
(Sundra Shanmuganar, 1992). Sifat dan niat murni Mathari memberikan kebenaran untuk Kannaki
menyediakan makanan harus dipuji. Ini membuktikan karya Silappathikaram bukan sahaja
mengekalkan tradisi malah memberi pedoman kepada individu untuk menyedari setiap perbuatan
yang baik harus dilakukan sesama manusia.

Masyarakat Tamil pada zaman dahulu mengutamakan layanan mesra semasa menyambut tetamu
sebagai satu adat dalam setiap keluarga mereka (Visuanathan, 1974). Mereka menganggap layanan
mesra sebagai satu kebajikan yang harus dilakukan oleh ahli keluarga yang sudah berumah tangga
(Rasamanikanar, 2008). Tradisi melayan tetamu masih kekal sehingga masa kini dalam kalangan
masyarakat Tamil. Kaum wanita masyarakat Tamil yang setia kepada suami mengamalkan dan
mengekalkan tradisi ini sejak turun-temurun daripada moyang mereka (Magalinggam, 1999).

Thiruvalluvar juga menekankan kepentingan viruntompal (Kural: 81) dalam Thirukkural yang
membawa maksud bahawa layanan mesra dan memberi bantuan kepada tetamu yang hadir ke
rumah merupakan tanggungjawab seorang isteri yang suci. Lagu Natrinai (Natrinai : 142 )pula
menerangkan bahawa sekiranya seseorang tetamu hadir ke rumah walaupun pada waktu malam,
isteri yang suci pasti melayannya dengan mesra. Perbuatan ini menjadi kebiasaan kepada
masyarakat zaman dahulu.

Pada zaman moden ini, amalan layanan mesra di antara satu sama lain dapat diperhatikan dalam
kalangan masyarakat Malaysia khususnya pada musim perayaan. Penganjuran rumah terbuka pada
musim perayaan memberi peluang untuk mengenali budaya kaum lain. Selain itu, amalan dan
tradisi layanan mesra anggota masyarakat mengenai erti perpaduan yang harus wujud untuk
mengelakkan sebarang prejudis terhadap keharmonian kaum.
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Dalam konteks amalan mengekalkan tradisi keluarga melalui layanan mesra, ketua rumah harus
menjemput dan melayani tetamu dan saudara yang hadir ke rumah mereka. Di samping
mengeratkan hubungan persaudaraan tindakan ini dapat menanamkan nilai kasih sayang dan
perpaduan dalam kalangan ahli keluarga serta orang-orang yang tinggal di persekitaran mereka
(Balasubramanian, 1979). Dalam karya Silappathikaram Mathari sebagai ketua rumah telah
melaksanakan tanggungjawabnya dengan melayan mesra Kovalan dan Kannaki.

Manusia dan hubungan dengan masyarakat di persekitaran tidak boleh dipisahkan. Masyarakat
dikehendaki bertegur sapa, melayan mesra, berganding bahu serta melakukan aktiviti yang
bermoral seperti menghulurkan bantuan dari segi material atau kewangan tetapi perhubungan
tanpa masyarakat persekitaran dikatakan tidak sempurna (Gurusanthar. 2007). Kebiasaannya
masyarakat Tamil melayan mesra jiran tetangga dan sanak saudara dengan penuh kasih sayang
walaupun mereka miskin. Mereka berpendapat bahawa adat layanan mesra menjadi tunjang
perhubungan baik dalam sesuatu keluarga (Kiruttinan, 1978).

Dalam karya Silappathikaram, Mathari dan anaknya Aiyai menjalinkan hubungan yang baik
dengan Kannaki. Aiyai memanggil Kannaki sebagai kakak ipar dan Kovalan pula menjadi abang
walaupun beliau bukan abang kandungnya. Menjalin hubungan merupakan salah satu tradisi
masyarakat Tamil sejak zaman Sangam. Mereka berpendapat bahawa hubungan sebegini
merupakan amalan sopan dan berbudi pekerti mulia yang harus dipegang oleh setiap ahli keluarga
(Muthusamy & Multtaiyah, 1978).

Perbuatan Mathari mengarahkan anaknya Aiyai untuk melayan tetamu dan memanggil dengan
gelaran bagai saudara patut dicontohi oleh golongan muda pada masa ini. Aiyai seorang anak yang
bertanggungjawab, menghormati ibunya dan mengamalkan serta mengekalkan tradisi melayan
keluarga sebagaimana yang diamalkan oleh ibunya.

Penerimaan generasi muda mengenai amalan tradisi kekeluargaan hendaklah dipraktikkan oleh ibu
bapa supaya mereka tidak terpinggir dengan tradisi dan amalan kaum-masing-masing. Masyarakat
madani yang serba moden khususnya generasi muda perlu menanamkan sifat suka mengambil tahu
akan ahli keluarga, saudara, teman, jiran dan seluruh ahli komunitinya. Sifat dan perasaan ingin
menolong dan membantu individu yang lain itu perlu bersemarak dalam jiwa dan sanubari mereka.
Setiap individu harus memainkan peranan masing-masing untuk mematuhi amalan melayani dan
memanggil jiran tetangga berdasarkan hubungan kekeluargaan (Azizi Yahaya , 2008).

Tindakan Mathari seiring dengan kajian yang dilakukan oleh ahli psikologi Gilligan. Menurutnya
hanya kaum wanita yang menjalinkan hubungan rapat serta mesra dengan masyarakat yang tinggal
di persekitaran. Mereka sentiasa mengambil berat tentang orang lain dan juga diri mereka sendiri.
Seterusnya, Gilligan juga mengatakan bahawa perkembangan moral wanita secara tidak langsung
dididik untuk menjadi empati, bersifat keibuan dan prihatin terhadap kehendak orang lain (1977).
Perbuatan menjalinkan hubungan rapat serta mesra juga selaras dengan nilai-nilai masyarakat
Malaysia yakni panggilan dalam kalangan ahli keluarga adalah berdasarkan kepada ikatan
pertalian. Amalan ini dapat menjamin dan mengekalkan tradisi serta kehidupan bahagia sesuatu
keluarga.
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Mathari mempunyai sifat keprihatinan yang amat membanggakan. Dia juga seorang yang
berpegang kuat kepada tradisi dan agama yang diwarisi daripada nenek moyangnya (Kesigan,
1963). Dalam karya Silappathikaram, dia telah mengarahkan kaum wanita di tempat kediamannya
mengadakan kuravaikkoothu yakni upacara menyanyi dan menari yang telah diamalkan sejak
turun-temurun oleh kaum penternak untuk berdoa kepada Tuhan. Tujuan upacara ini adalah untuk
menyelamatkan kehidupan mereka daripada malapetaka yang bakal menimpa dan ia dimulakan
dengan mandi di sungai (Sundra Shanmuganar, 1992). Keprihatinan Mathari patut menjadi
pengajaran kepada kaum wanita masa Kkini yang sibuk dengan pekerjaan di dunia yang sibuk
sehingga tidak mengenali jiran tetangga. Adalah penting bagi seseorang wanita mengamalkan
hubungan mesra dengan jiran supaya merekalah yang akan membantu semasa kecemasan.
Lagipun, masyarakat Tamil telah lama mempraktikkan tradisi melayani jiran dengan mesra.

Mathari adalah seorang wanita yang amat mementingkan adat dan lebih daripada anaknya sendiri
(Visuavanathan, 1974). Dalam akhir karya ini, setelah beliau mendengar insiden kematian
Kovalan dan Kannaki, beliau juga meninggal dunia dan menyebabkan Aiyai menjadi anak yatim
piatu. Sebenarnya, Mathari berasa bersalah kerana menganggap dirinya sebagai orang yang
bertanggungjawab memberikan perlindungan kepada Kovalan dan Kannaki malangnya beliau
gagal melaksanakan tanggungjawab menjaga Kannaki. Namun demikian, para pengkaji
menghormati pengorbanan jiwa yang telah dilakukan oleh Mathari (Kaliyanasuntaranar, 1953).

Pengorbanan Mathari memberi pengajaran bahawa tanggungjawab seseorang melayan tetamu
adalah penting dalam kalangan masyarakat khususnya masyarakat Tamil (Glory Christopher,
1987). Salah satu sikap terpuji Mathari ialah berpegang kepada tradisi melayan tetamu hingga ke
akhir hayat. Bagi dirinya, tradisi kekeluargaan merupakan khazanah budaya yang perlu dikekalkan
dan dipelihara (Ramakrishnan, 2007). Remaja masa Kini perlu mengetahui kepentingan
meneruskan dan mengekalkan tradisi memberi layanan mesra kepada tetamu kerana amalan ini
dapat menghidupkan tradisi kekeluargaan. Menurutnya lagi, pengabaian amalan tradisi
kekeluargaan boleh menyebabkan kesan-kesan seperti berikut.

1. Kehilangan Warisan Budaya
Tradisi keluarga sering membawa kepentingan budaya dan sejarah. Pengabaian tradisi ini
mungkin dilihat sebagai kehilangan warisan budaya seseorang individu. Selain itu, boleh
mengakibatkan penghakisan identiti dan nilai sesuatu kaum.

2. Perpecahan Keluarga
Tradisi keluarga berfungsi sebagai satu cara untuk mengikat dan memupuk semangat
kekitaan dalam kalangan ahli keluarga. Apabila tradisi ini diabaikan, ia boleh mewujudkan
rasa terputus hubungan dan perpecahan dalam unit keluarga. Ini boleh membawa kepada
perasaan terasing dan rasa lemah untuk berkongsi sejarah dan pengalaman seseorang.

3. Jurang Generasi
Tradisi keluarga sering diturunkan dari satu generasi ke generasi seterusnya, berfungsi
sebagai penghubung antara masa yang lalu, kini dan masa depan. Pengabaian tradisi ini
boleh menyebabkan jurang generasi kerana ahli keluarga yang lebih muda mungkin berasa
terputus hubungan daripada nilai dan amalan orang tua mereka. Ini boleh mengakibatkan
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rasa kurang menghormati sejarah keluarga dan kehilangan pemindahan pengetahuan antara
generasi.

4. Kepentingan Simbolik
Tradisi keluarga sering membawa makna dan kepentingan simbolik. Pengabaian tradisi ini
boleh ditafsirkan sebagai kurangnya penghargaan terhadap nilai kekeluargaan, perpaduan,
dan persefahaman. la boleh dilihat sebagai mengutamakan kepentingan individu atau
pengaruh moden berbanding warisan kolektif dan ikatan kekeluargaan yang mampu
memusnahkan ikatan kekeluargaan.

5. Kesan Emosi
Tradisi keluarga sering dikaitkan dengan emosi positif, seperti kegembiraan, nostalgia dan
rasa kesinambungan. Pengabaian tradisi ini boleh menyebabkan kehilangan hubungan dan
mengakibatkan perasaan kekosongan atau penyesalan disamping kegagalan sebuah
institusi keluarga.

Adalah penting untuk mengambil ikthibar bahawa pembinaan dan pembangunan satu masyarakat
dan negara bermula dari pembentukan satu keluarga yang mulia. Kehidupan yang serba moden
semakin merenggangkan hubungan kekeluargaan. Oleh itu, amat penting bagi masyarakat kita
didedahkan dengan manfaat-manfaat mewujudkan perasaan kekeluargaan. Generasi Y dan Alpha
mempunyai kesan ke atas dinamik dunia. Dengan akses dan komunikasi yang mudah di peringkat
global, kanak-kanak yang tergolong dalam generasi ini dibesarkan dalam era teknologi yang
canggih. Generasi Alpha akan memainkan peranan penting yang sangat berpengaruh dalam
pelbagai industri untuk terus berkembang dan mencipta inovasi terkini. Ini boleh menyebabkan
pengabaian dan kepupusan amalan tradisi kekeluargaan dalam kalangan generasi muda.

Teori perkembangan moral Kohlberg yang dilalui oleh Mathari terletak pada tahap pos
konvensional di peringkat tiga iaitu good boy-nice girl. Menurut Kohlberg (1984), seseorang
yang berada di tahap ini dapat menyesuaikan diri sebagaimana yang diharapkan dan mempunyai
motif yang baik untuk melakukan kebaikan kepada orang lain. Menurut Kohlberg lagi, seseorang
akan mengambil berat tentang orang lain serta mempercayai keutuhan peraturan dan adat yang
ditetapkan. Seseorang yang berada di tahap ini juga menyedari bahawa perasaan, persetujuan dan
ekspektasi bersama adalah lebih penting daripada keperluan persendirian sepertimana yang
dilakukan oleh Matari. Matari juga berpegang kepada prinsip Altruisme di mana ia mengutamakan
kepentingan dan kesejahteraan orang lain (Frankeana, 1973). Tindakan Mathari yang mengekalkan
tradisi keluarga turun-temurun menunjukkan nilai-nilai yang dimalkan oleh masyarakat Malaysia.

Kesimpulannya, setiap anggota keluarga dinasihatkan agar mengekalkan tradisi keluarga kerana
tradisi yang diamalkan dapat menyatupadukan anggota keluarga dan mengeratkan hubungan
kekeluargaan buat selama-lamanya (Magalinggam, 1999). Di samping itu, tradisi yang diwarisi
dan diamalkan sejak turun-temurun ini dapat membantu generasi akan datang mengenali serta
tidak memandang rendah terhadap amalan tradisi keluarga (Baharuddin Hj. Musa, 1973). Oleh
yang demikian, adalah menjadi tanggungjawab setiap insan untuk menasihati ahli keluarga agar
tidak melupakan tradisi keluarga kerana ia telah menjadi satu identiti serta khazanah yang harus
dipertahankan oleh setiap masyarakat.
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Abstract

Tamil Language is an elective subject under the Pupil’s Own Language offered to students in
Malaysian public secondary schools. The importance of learning Tamil language and the need to
master ilakkanam to master the language was explained along with the current teaching and
learning scenario in Malaysian secondary school. The purpose of this literature review paper is to
provide a deeper understanding to the reason why teachers need to explore and develop resources
for teaching and learning Tamil grammar skills. At the same time, the potentials of Powtoon
animated video are discussed to motivate teachers to be creative and innovative to develop
instructional module for teaching Tamil grammar skills at the secondary school level. This paper
provided some of the identified research gaps from the literature which support the need for
developing more teaching and learning resources for Tamil language instruction.

1.0 Introduction

Malaysia is a multicultural country with major languages like Malay, English, Chinese and Tamil
spoken in both formal and informal domains. The diverse nation is made up of 62% Malaysia and
other indigenous ethnic groups, 27% Chinese, 8% Indians and the remaining 3% of other races
(Muthusamy & Farashaiyan, 2016). The uniqueness of Malaysia is linked to its cultural diversity
that is rich in culture, tradition, ethnicities and languages which serve as a national heritage which
should be shared with future generation. The education system in Malaysia provides ample
opportunities for the learning of mother tongues such as Chinese and Tamil besides Malay and
English languages in primary and secondary schools. Hence, the Malaysian Education Blueprint
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(MEB) 2013-2025 included Tamil language as an additional subject in the Malaysian primary and
secondary schools, to be taught as Pupil’s Own Language (POL) (Ministry of Education, 2013).

Grammar or Illakanam is an important aspect of Tamil language learning as it ensures fluency and
accuracy in speaking and writing well in Tamil language. However, mastering lllakanam in Tamil
is not easy and proved to be quite a challenge to most students (Baggialakshmi & Ramesh, 2016).
Furthermore, with the younger generation speaking more in other languages such as Malay and
English, the challenge is felt even more by both teachers and students (Albury, 2020; Muthusamy
& Farashaiyan, 2018; Rajantheran et al., 2012; Sinayah et al., 2017).

The advancement and application of information and communication technology (ICT) in the
education system has provided teachers with opportunities to explore, develop and use teaching
and learning aids with technological support. The use of multimedia support for instance, has given
positive impact to students learning scientific process in Indonesia (Vebrianto & Osman, 2012).
Likewise, Norhayati et al. (2012) found that the use of animation made learning Arabic language
more interesting and less boring to students. The use of interactive text, audio, video, graphics,
pictures and animation promote students’ interest to follow the teaching and learning activities
(Basiron, 2012; Ibrahim, 2013; Vebrianto & Syafaren, 2018).

Raja and Nagasubramani (2018) stated that the use of technology in school such as Power Point
presentation and YouTube made learning more interactive and interesting. The availability of
newer applications and software such as Powtoon provides the teachers with greater means to
enhance the delivery of instruction through video presentation (Semaan & Ismail, 2018). Hence,
this paper presented a review of the literature to explore the use of application technology such as
Powtoon in developing an instructional resource for teaching lllakanam in Tamil language.

2.0 Problem Statement

Tamil is one of the Pupil’s Own Language (POL) that is offered to students in primary and
secondary public schools in Malaysia. Dhanalakshmi et al. (2010) stated that Tamil has a rich
morphological structure which could make teaching lllakanam a challenging task for teachers.
Using conventional methods such as ‘chalk and talk’ might be boring to the millennial students
who are used to use of technological gadgets like smart phones, tablets, i-pads and laptops.
Although there have been studies on the use of technology to teach Tamil language such as the use
of mobile technology (Thamburaj et al., 2020), multimedia (Jayasree et al., 2019) and comics
(Anthony, 2019), but there is still a dearth of studies in the use of technological applications such
as Powtoon in developing instructional resource for teaching lllakanam.

Further to that, Ambikapathy et al. (2020) who conducted a study on the use of ICT among Tamil
teachers had shown that the use of ICT tools among teachers is at a moderate level. Hence, this
literature review highlights current situations of Tamil language teaching and learning in
secondary schools, and the potentials of Powtoon as a means of creating effective instructional
resources for teaching Illakanam in Tamil language.
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3.0  Tamil Language Curriculum for Secondary Students

Tamil language is a traditional language with its origin from the Dravidian language such as
Kannada, Telugu and Malayalam. This language was used mainly in the southern region of India,
especially in Tamilnadu. Tamil language is spoken by the minorities in Malaysia and Singapore
(Isaac Samuel & Thamburaj, 2015). The language itself is not only taught in Malaysia, but also in
Tamil Nadu, Sri Lanka and Singapore. Besides that, Tamil language is also taught in other
countries such as Canada, Australia and USA (Nargunan, 2013).

Tamil is taught as a language subject in Tamil vernacular primary school but only in 1989, it began
to be offered as an elective language subject at the secondary level in schools with abundant
enrolment of Indian students (Ministry of Education, 2019). Now, Tamil Language and Tamil
Literature are examination subjects at Form 3, Form 5 and university levels (Rajendaran, 2008).
In secondary school, the Assessment Curriculum Standard Document for Form Four students
stated that there are five scopes of skills that must be mastered by students which are listening,
speaking and reading (eun®iy), writing (erwpsggr), literature component (Qeuiu@pLd
Qumpfwesflys) and grammar (@ ewssemid).

In the Malaysia Certificate of Education (MCE), Tamil Language, coded as 6354 is an examination
paper. Prior to 2011, the paper was divided into two: Paper 1 (6354/1) carries 60% marks where
students are assessed in terms of writing skills (open response composition with 70 marks in
Section A and directed writing with 30 marks in Section B) while Paper 2 (6354/2) contributes
40% marks whereby the assessment include multiple choice questions and subjective questions.
In Paper 2, Section A has questions related to comprehensional skills which carries 34 marks while
Section B with 26 marks is about understanding and grammar questions. Menawhile, Section C is
related to ceyyul and figurative language with 20 marks. Section D is about summary with 20
marks (Malaysia Examination Board, 2012).

However, in 2012, the examination paper was revised with Tamil Paper 1 (6354/1) consisting of
Section A (30 marks on directed writing) and Section B (70% of open response composition).
Meanwhile, Paper 2 (6354/2) has 22 structural queations with four parts. The first part has multiple
types of comprehension questions with 30 marks, while the second part has comprehension
questions based on creative writing with 30 marks. Additionally, the third part comprises of
questions related to ceyyul and figurative language with 20 marks and the final part has 20 marks
with questions on grammar (Malaysia Examination Board, 2017). Thus, from an assessment
perspective, learning grammar is considered as an important aspect of the Tamil language in
secondary school context. The importance of grammar in Tamil language was further stressed in
the Form Four Syllabus as shown below:

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“Moliyarralukku arippataiyaka amaivatu ilakkanamakum. Ilakkanattai nératiyaka
karpikkamal —varaiyarukkappagtulla  kettal, péccu, vacippu, eluttu akiya
naravarikkaika/uran orurkinaittuk karpikkap parinturaikkappasukiratu.

Which is translated in English with the following meaning:

“Grammar is the foundation of language usage. Teachers are advised to not teach
grammar continuously but to integrate them in activities that combine with listening,
speaking, reading and writing skills. Hence, the grammar elements must be planned
and taught accordingly to avoid grammatical mistakes”

(Ambikapathy, 2020)

4.0  Grammar in Tamil Language

Grammar (llakannam) is about the rules of a language. It explains about the rules to make
sentences including the meaning that is to be delivered using such a sentence (Thornbury, 1999).
In Tamil language, there are four aspects of llakkanam that the teachers must master in order to be
able to teach students to communicate fluently in Tamil. These are phonology (Eluttiyal),
morphology (Colliyal), syntax (Todariyal) and morphophonemic (Punariyal).

The combination of words in Tamil for instance can change the morphophonemic aspect through
the process of addition (Gsremed), replacement (9Ase) and deletion (Qs®sa) to the phoneme
or changes to the morpheme structure. The morphophonemic rules of Tamil language are divided
into two which are: combining two words that does not bring any changes to the formation of a
new word, called lyalpu Punarci (Query yemris®), and vikarappunarci (afsroLiyewriéd) which
are changes leading to the formation of a new word due to combination of two words. This implies
the need for Ilakkanam to be taught formally so that the language can be accurately used.

5.0 Grammar Learning Strategies

Strategies for learning a language is considered important not only to ensure mastery of the
language but also deals with the motivational aspect of achieving the goals of learning (Hung,
2019; Jantawong et al., 2018; Suwanarak, 2019). Oxford (1990) defined learning strategies as the
specific actions taken by the learner to make learning much easier, faster, more interesting, self-
directed, more effective and can be transferred to new situation. More specifically, language
learning strategies are the conscious efforts or behaviours used by language learners to improve
the acquisition, storing, retention and recalling as well as use of new information (Rigeney, 1978).
In general, O’Malley and Chamot (1990) explained that there are three main categories of learning
strategies that include cognitive (using specific techniques for a task such as repeating, reasoning
and analyzing), metacognitive (deals with the process of learning such as managing, planning and
monitoring), and socio-affective (deals with self and others such as cooperating with peers and
getting clarification). For learning a second language however, Oxford (1990) stated that learning
strategies can be direct or indirect whereby direct strategies include memory, cognitive and
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compensation while indirect strategies comprise of metacognitive, affective and social. Figure 1
illustrates these types of learning strategies.

The memory strategy is used at the early stage of learning a language to learn vocabulary and
language structure. This helps the students to learn and regain the information using a logical way
with acronym, image, key word method, body movement, mechanical ways and such (Solak &
Cakir, 2015). Meanwhile, cognitive method is the direct use of language materials where learners
manipulate these materials by taking notes, rearranging the sentence, summarizing, synthesizing,
making exercises and repetition (Hardan, 2013). The third direct strategy, compensation is the way
that learners try to guess from the context through themes or context of reading as well as tones
and movement while listening to others.

The indirect strategies include metacognitive strategy which enables the students to plan and
manage the whole process of learning; the social strategy that refers to the action of learners asking
others to give explanation and exercising with friends or asking questions; and affective strategy
where this is associated with moods, emotions and feelings of the learners to maintain their
motivation to learn the language (Kazi, 2017).
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Due to the various strategies for learning a language, a teacher could act creatively and
innovatively in planning and preparing an effective lesson to help students master the Tamil
language effectively. It is also important to understand the mechanism of learning as this could
further help the teachers to understand how learning of language actually happens.

6.0  Learning Mechanism

The learning mechanism explains about how someone learns something. The Information
Processing Model which is shown in Figure 2 is an important theory in cognitive psychology to
explain the three types of memory which are: sensory memory, working memory and long-term
memory. These memories interact with one another to decipher information received by the
learner. The sensory memory received information from the environment and send them to the
working memory so that the learner can ponder on it. The information must be processed in the
working memory to ensure that learning happens as the mental activities are carried out. However,
the thinking memory is limited due to time and capacity (Baddeley, 1999). For processing
information in the working memory, the learner needs maintenance rehearsal which is the process
of repeating information mentally so that the memory can be kept (Khalil & Elkhider, 2016).
Therefore, this reminds the teachers to plan the activities during the lesson so that learning can
happen effectively (Paas et al., 1994).

7.0 Powtoon Animation in Teaching and Learning Language

Teachers are provided with textbook and the Assessment Curriculum Standard Document for
teaching Tamil Language in secondary school but Alagesan et al. (2020) noted in their study that
there is a lacking in printed materials for teaching the subject in secondary school. Shanmugam et
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al. (2020) highlighted in the study about the need to develop more instructional materials to solve
the gross lacking of teaching and learning resources for Tamil language. Currently, teachers mostly
refer to Tolkappaiyam and Nannul as the main reference materials to teach Tamil language. The
situation calls for teachers to develop more teaching and learning resources for learning Tamil
language.

Powtoon animated video was first created by llya Spitalnik and Daniel Zaturansky in 2012
(Adnyani et al., 2021). Powtoon is a web-based animation software that facilitates the quick and
easy development of an animated presentation by manipulating readily existing objects, imported
images or video, a background music and voice over to make teaching and learning more
interesting to learners (Syafitri et al., 2018). It is available for free but for more advance use of
icons, animations and sound, the software must be purchased. The animated video from Powtoon
by itself requires an internet connection. However, Powtoon can be uploaded to YouTube for
students to use. The video from YouTube can be downloaded and showed without the need for
Internet connection.

Powtoon has the same operational concept as Power Point, Impress and Prezi as it used slides
where texts and images are added with animation, music and sound in the same application or from
other external sources. The final product shows an appearance of a Power Point presentation with
comic features (Fimbriani, 2016). The visual presentation is fast and can attract the attention of
the audience to deliver various messages in short period of time (Sutisna et al., 2019). According
to Puspitarini et al. (2019), Powtoon application has some advantages such as: (i) animated features
like texts, cartoon and variety in transition effects; (ii) reduce teachers’ oral instruction during
teaching; (iii) motivating students to learn; (iv) can be use in small or large learning groups; and
(v) Powtoon is suitable for learning at primary school level because of its attractive appearance
that can reduce students’ boredom.

Adnyani et al. (2021) added that the Powtoon video presentation can enable students to share the
topics of learning. The videos are designed in such as way that it can encourage active learning
among the students as it requires the students to read and synthesize the information so they can
produce the information again. Further to that, Powtoon software is compatible with various
operational system including using it for teaching Tamil language.

Table 1 provides a summary of past studies which have used Powtoon in teaching and learning.
Findings from these studies showed the effectiveness of Powtoon as a learning material, tool or
teaching aid to deliver instruction in various classroom scenario such as mathematics, English
language, Physics and others.

9.0 Conclusion

The review of literature has shown the importance of learning Tamil language, and most
particularly, in mastering ilakkanam. Although the Indian community by percentage is smaller
compared to the Malay and other indigenous ethnicities, and Chinese, yet, their contribution to the
progress and development of Malaysia cannot be denied. Further to that, Tamil language itself is
rich in culture and should be part of the cultural heritage for future generations. The literature
review highlights the need to use technological based application to create more instructional
resources that can compensate the glaring deficiency of Tamil language learning resources. With
the advent of numerous applications and software in the market such as Powtoon, the teachers
should take the challenge to be creative and innovative in development instructional module that
they can use for teaching Tamil grammar effectively to their students.
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Abstract

This study investigates a perception of students on the implementation of a Telegram application
as an enhancement tool for learning. The population of this study is 87 standard five students who
are studying in Primary Tamil School Vivekananda. The students have been using the Telegram
tool in their learning process during the academic semester. Next, a survey consisting of a number
of agreement-level questions and open-ended questions are developed in questionnaire form. At
the end of the academic year, the form has been distributed to students in the class to collect
students’ valuable feedback. The student feedback have been analyzed to obtain the results of their
perception on the Telegram application as an enhancement tool for learning process. The results
show that Telegram application support learning enhancement by providing a quick way and easy
platform for sharing information.

Introduction

Social media is very important in all fields whether it is education or any other field. So the first
question arises, what is social media? Social media is the set of various applications and websites
that makes user share information and knowledge and anything. (Igbal, 2020, pg 48). Social media
is a very interactive platform where from users can take help and share their ideas, information,
and share about their jobs, their career interest, and many more things.(Dargahi Nobari,
Reshadatmand, & Neshati, 2017, 44). These ideas can be shared through various communities and
various networks. There are various organizations that can interact with their target audiences and
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these organizations can also recruit or hire the candidates by posting jobs on social media.
Candidates also take benefit of social media websites and they can look for the job of their
interest.(Ghaffari, 2017, pg77). Social media is become an invaluable tool not only for promoting
and selling goods and products but also in the field of education. Many students post their problems
on the social media platform and get instant help or solutions to their problems. The role of social
media in education plays an important role in the student’s lives. With the help of social media,
students can get information, can fetch or retrieve information easily, and can communicate with
their teachers, friends, and classmates easily.(Faraji, 2020, pg 56). Students can get connected
with their teachers or professors easily and can gain knowledge and information very easily
through its help.(Conde, Rodriguez-Sedano, Rodriguez Lera, Gutiérrez-Fernandez, & Guerrero-
Higueras, 2022, pg 66). Social media has been criticized by many educators because many
students waste their time and money on the social media platform. But it offers a lot of
opportunities and plenty of options for interaction and gaining information and can increase their
learning. (Khadelmolhosseni, 2017, pg 45). The aim of this paper is to investigate the
implementation of Telegram application to support learning process Primary Tamil school
Vivekananda Petaling Jaya. For a case study, a few groups of students are selected. These groups
use the Telegram application for discussion, sharing notes and educational links as well as
providing virtual notification.(Soon, 2022, pg 12) To access the effectiveness of the Telegram
application as the enhancement tool for learning, an online survey is developed using survey form.

Literature review

Digital media technology is not a limited term, but rather a broad term that involves all kinds of
web programs, gadgets, applications, websites, social media channels, etc. (Altawil, 2019). The
21st century has seen expanded use of modern technology and multimedia applications, which
have changed our behaviors and attitudes (Alahmad, 2020). Institutions are trying to offer flexible
programs aiming to meet students' needs. The programs are aimed to deliver tailored courses that
meet the different learners' aspirations and accommodate the different learning styles emerging in
the modern digital age (Giannikas, 2020). Today, people have access to a wide range of
information than ever before, and "mobile technologies offer a new paradigm in connectivity,
communication and collaboration in our everyday lives" (McQuiggan et al., 2019). In recent years,
there has been an increased use of Computer Assisted Language Learning (CALL) combined with
social media platforms. In addition, the emerging of internet services and Mobile Assisted
Language Learning (MALL) applications has made it easy to learn a second language remotely
from anywhere in the world. The outcome of this usage has increased interactions and eased
communications in all areas, including the educational purposes (Wilson & Margus, 2020).

Learning a second language can be tedious, time-consuming, and requires high interaction;
therefore, incorporating digital technology is essential. Through the Telegram app, learners have
more access to the English language input, their interests are looked into, and there are increased
opportunities to interact with other learners (Akobirov & Vokhidova, 2018). Additionally,
instructors can access the necessary tools needed to arrange the learning content. Today, the
invention of social media and English use of almost all social networks have provided learners
with increased accessibility to a more authentic language than the language taught in the classroom
(Ozer & Kilic, 2018, p. 2917). Advancements in speech recognition technologies, online
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dictionaries, social networking sites, and visual features have enabled learners of foreign languages
to develop their language skills.

Mobile phones are the most used technological gadgets compared to laptops and tablets. According
to Ozer and Kilic (2018), mobile phones' high usability has become rapidly integrated into EFL
teaching. Both learners and educators use technological gadgets to achieve the objectives of
educational purposes. The countless number of English learning apps can be downloaded on the
phones, has made it easy for learners to learn a language anytime and anywhere (Ozer & Kilic,
2018, p. 2915). Telegram is one of the most common mobile applications used by foreign language
learners. It is a cloud-based application that allows users to exchange images, videos, or files
without occupying the mobile device storage (Abbasi & Behjat, 2018). According to Telegram
official website, by 2018, the Telegram Company reported that the app had over 200 million users
every month (Durov, 2018). This high number shows that more people opt to learn the English
language through the online platform rather than traditional ways of learning. The app attracts
many users because of the numerous features other than being an education platform (Ghobadi &
Taki, 2018). Previous research states that the Telegram app has been very instrumental in teaching
and learning the main four skills of English language along with vocabulary and grammar
(AbuAyfah, 2020). For example, a recent study conducted by Abu-Ayfah (2020), has investigated
the perceptions of Saudi college students regrading Telegram app effectiveness for English
language learning. The study followed a quantitative research method in which 300 college
students were given a questionnaire as a data collection instrument. Findings showed that
Telegram app has been an effective tool in learning EFL as perceived by most college students
(Abu-Ayfah, 2020). Another research study conducted by Tabrizi and Onvani (2018), examined
the impact of using Telegram app on learning English vocabulary by Iranian EFL beginner
learners. The researcher used a quasi-experimental research design with 31 students, in which
vocabulary were taught in two different ways: 4-weeks by telegram app and another 4-weeks by
the traditional face to face instructions. By comparing students' grades of the two methods, results
showed that learning vocabulary by a social media app (Telegram) was more effective than the
traditional way (Tabrizi & Onvani, 2018, p. 14). Additionally, a study by Akobirov and VVokhidova
(2018) concluded that teaching foreign languages using the Telegram app proves to be very useful
than teaching in classrooms. Moreover, Abbasi and Behjat (2018) investigated the impact of
storytelling with Telegram app and found that the experimental group outperformed the control
group on a speaking complexity test. The use of Telegram has played a critical role also in helping
learners improve their pronunciation. Additionally, it has also enhanced their writing ability
(Abbasi & Behjat, 2018). Another research study conducted by Aghajani and Adloo (2018), found
that learners in the Telegram cooperative writing groups scored higher grades compared to those
in face-to-face groups. They claimed that the app allowed personalization and flexibility, therefore
influencing a positive attitude from them (Aghajani & Adloo, 2018). Telegram app has also proved
effectiveness in acquiring new vocabulary among EFL learners. A study conducted by Ghaemi
and Golshan (2018), investigated students' attitudes about learning new vocabulary via Telegram
app. Findings of the study ensured that short messages services (SMS) available in the Telegram
app had a very positive impact on acquiring new vocabulary among students (Ghaemi & Golshan,
2018). On the other hand, pronunciation remains to be one of the main challenges in the aspect of
teaching and learning English. The reason behind the noticeable improvement in pronunciation
might be the accessibility for students anytime and anywhere (Nimmagadda & Krishnaveer, 2018).
Some of the advantages associated with Telegram app include proper communication of class
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content and sending of information, enhancing feedback and collaboration, and improving concise
writing (Vahdat et al., 2020). The app's usability in teaching English has played a critical role in
improving learner's pronunciation (Abu-Ayfah, 2020). The ability to give and respond to feedback
and comments also improved the process of learning. Additionally, most learners portrayed a
positive attitude towards learning the language through the social platforms.

Considering the studies mentioned above, it might be implied that social media network is an
instrumental tool that can help English learners improve their target language skills. Telegram's
different features are instrumental in teaching the skills of the language and its components, such
as vocabulary and grammar. Many of these studies focused on the effectiveness of teaching and
learning the English language through the Telegram app. Other social media networks have also
proven instrumental in improving learners' pronunciation and encouraging group work during the
learning process. Unfortunately, few studies examined how learners perceive the use of the
Telegram app in learning EFL in the Saudi context. Therefore, the researcher decided to conduct
the current study to investigate Saudi secondary school students' perceptions regarding the
usefulness of Telegram app in learning EFL.

Methodology

The objective of this study is to gather information about students’ perceptions towards the used
of Telegram application as an enhancement tool in their learning process. A total of 87 students
were participated in this study. These students are primary tamil school Vivekananda standard five
students. The study was conducted during 13" March 2021 — 21% February in 2022.

At the beginning of the academic year, students were encouraged to install the Telegram
application in their smartphone. Beside, Telegram application for desktop can also be installed in
their laptop or desktop. The Telegram application has the capability to synchronize any posted
information among smartphone, laptop and desktop devices. Therefore, any update information
can be replied or read in real-time using any of those devices.(lksan, 2017,pg 60).

Next, a number of discussion groups were created by teachers based on the classes. Once the
groups were set up, student representative for each class is invited into their respective discussion
group and then the student representative can invite other students to join the group. (Aligholipour.,
Feizollahzadeh, Ghaffari, & Jabbarzadeh, 2011, pg 55). Students who already joined the group
can invite other students to join the group. Besides, students may join the group by clicking a link
provided in the Telegram application. In this way, members of the discussion group can be formed
immediately. Within 12 months of the March 2021-February 2022 academic year, the students and
teachers used the Telegram application to share course materials. teachers posted notes, extra
classes and homework by browse to the interested documents in teacher’s personal computer or
simply by drag and drop those documents. Moreover, comments, descriptions or instructions can
be also added in the Telegram conversation.

At the end of the academic year, the students were asked to complete the survey asking about their
perceptions on the Telegram application as a tool for enhancement during their learning process.
The survey consisted of 10 questions that were published using questionnaire form. The first
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question asked about the past experience of student population on using Telegram application as
a tool for learning. Second until eight questions, asked the students to rate their level of agreements
which were based on five scales ranging from Strongly Disagree to Strongly Agree. Next, the last
two questions are the open-ended questions. These open-ended questions asked the opinion of
student on the main benefits and drawbacks of using the Telegram application. Students’ responses
were saved it. Next, the student responses were downloaded and analyzed to obtain their
experience, level of agreements and opinions.

Results and Discussions

As mentioned in the previous section 87 students participate in this study. 42 students was boys
whereas 45 students was girls. Table 1 shows the number of students participate in this survey.

The first survey question is on the student experience using Telegram application as educational
tool. Figure 1 shows the result of the survey. It is found that 57% of the students’ populations have
used the Telegram tool for Tamil educational purpose in the past. The study was founded that a lot
of students using telegram application of Tamil education purpose. This is because there are lot of
things that makes Telegram a better app than any other apps. Students use this app mainly for
downloading Study Materials like Books, pdf files, pictorial notes, voice notes, Daily
newspapers and many other important stuff. (Abu Aifah, 2020, pg 77).

and after the teaching. Before teaching, two things were emphasized, namely the provision of
materials and the chosen of conducive environment for the learning process. The teacher will state
the materials that are going to be used during the lessons. Teacher will also inform the students
about the topics that will be discussed in the Telegram class. Therefore, students easily can collect
various materials such as books, articles and pictures to be used as a reference during the discussion.
(Xodabande,2017, 31)

Telegram gives new experience as it is creative, interesting and spontaneous - (60%). Participants
also stated that they enjoyed learning through Telegram because they felt more relaxed and were
comfortable to be actively involved in sharing their honest point of view.

Learning using Telegram is interesting - (70%). This learning process was carried out for an hour
and they did not realize the time was up due to their active involvement in giving and reading
feedback.
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Enjoyed learning using Telegram-(50%); Feedback of survey participants also infused with icons
that showed their emotions like smile and happy face after undergoing such Telegram class.

Learning using Telegram encouraged them to give opinion confidently - (75%). Contrary to face-
to-face classes, not all students are able to express their ideas and opinions especially when it comes
to personal matters. (Khalil & Rambech, 2022) However, in this Telegram class, all students
successfully expressed their opinions confidently.

The last two survey are the open-ended questions. The questions asked were:
Q9 - In your opinion, what are the main benefits of using Telegram tool for teaching and learning?

Q10 - In your opinion, what are the main drawbacks of using Telegram tool for teaching and
learning?

The analysis on the Q9 shows that their response can be categorized into three common themes:
Improve Outside Class Learning, Easy to Share Notes and Enhance Communication between the
teachers and students. Some of the given responses were: “We can communicate although not face
to face”; “teachers can share file(notes) on the spot for student, the process to print the notes given
become easier since telegram can be used in dekstop or laptop.” and “It makes me easy to keep
updating with my course”. Figure 3 shows the result of analysis on Q9. It indicates that the main
benefit of Telegram application is that the application is an easy tool for sharing information.

Next, the analysis on the final question shows that their response can be categorized into five
common themes: Discussion Topic, Distraction, Internet Issues, Non-Telegram User and Reduced
Face to Face Communication. Some of the given responses were: “Cannot have a detail discussion
for certain problem in this subject.”; “If no internet wifi, student cannot use or open this
application.” ; “It need to internet data for open this application” and “Less direct communication
between lecturer and students”. Figure 4 shows the result of analysis on question 10. It indicates
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that the main drawback of using Telegram application tool is the internet issue. The common
internet issue that feedback by the respondents is on the free wifi coverage.

Conclusion

This paper presents the perception of students on the use of Telegram application as an
enhancement tool for teaching and learning process. There were 87 students participated in this
survey. The students were required to answer a total of 10 survey questions. Most of the
respondents have experience on using Telegram application for educational purpose. The analysis
results show that most of the respondents agree that Telegram tool can enhance the learning
process and increase the interaction between students and teachers. Further, the respondents agree
that the Telegram tool should be extend to next semester as well as to other course. The results on
the openended questions show that the main benefit of using Telegram application is that the tool
is easy for sharing information for teaching and learning process while the main drawback is the
internet coverage.
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Abstract

Indians, especially Tamil descendants migrated to world countries, yet connected to the root of the Tamil
culture and language in their respective countries. In particular, the Tamil language is influenced at many
levels in India apart from Tamil Nadu, it is Malaysia. Large numbers of Indians were brought to Malaya
under British colonialism in the early 19th century for economic purposes. But historical evidence proves
that the arrival of Indians in Malaya was even earlier. In the early 19th century, large numbers of Indians
from Tamil Nadu were brought to Malaya as laborers and settled on plantations. Most of them are Tamils.
Then, Tamils started creating their new generation in this multi-racial country. Today, Indians have been
living in Malaysia for more than four generations with the identity and citizenship of Malaysians. While
Indians live as the third largest ethnic group (6.8%) in Malaysia, a multi-ethnic cultural background includes
Malay, Chinese, Iban, and Kadazan. Indian Diaspora in Malaysia is making strides in various fields which
include politics, education, economics, medicine, and law. Accordingly, the role of public universities is
significant in creating professionals in alignment with building the nation's best human capital. Established
in 1959 after independence, the Tamil Language Society of the University of Malaya and also known as
“Tamil Peravai” has been working on countless projects for the socio-economic development of Malaysian
Indians for the past 65 years. Hence, this article will study the youth student body of a migrant community,
the background of the progress made by the Tamil Language Society in creating a capable graduate needed
by a country, the contribution made to socio-economic development, and the recommendations that this
historic student society has to hand in hand with the world-famous Indian origin.

Introduction

Good human capital in various fields is an essential component in driving a country's prosperity.
Hence, educational institutions play an important role as a platform for generating such human
capital. In universities, which serve as a platform for learning and enhancing individual human
potentials and values such as high-level thinking, complex problem solving, critical thinking,
ethics, discipline, patriotism, and multilingualism, the experiences provided by student bodies
beyond learning and teaching create a dynamic graduate community. A positive university
environment allows students to work together as a team, and through the activities of the student
organizations, students can develop various skills (Astin, 1999). Academic activities, sports
activities, social welfare projects, contributions to non-governmental organizations, and university
student involvement can be defined as student organization activities; This way their energy is
harnessed (Eklund-Leen & Young, 1997; Hernandez, Hogan, Hathaway & Lovel, 1999;
McCannon & Bennett, 1996). In that manner, the student association called the Tamil Language
Society, which has been operating at the University of Malaya for 63 years, is still operating today
with the longest tradition in the history of Malaysian higher education institutions.

Purpose of the study

This study is based on three objectives. They are, respectively, to explore the background of the
University of Malaya Tamil Language Society, to identify the contribution of the Tamil Language
Society to the socio-economic development of Malaysian Indians, and to put forward
recommendations for the collaboration of the Tamil Language Society with potential international
organizations.

Methodology

Research methodology is important in gathering research results/ findings (Lawrence Neuman,
2014). In this study, researcher has used two approaches which includes literature reviews and
interviews. While the interview approach was used to get concrete and authentic information,
about the continuous development of the Tamil Language Society, University Malaya. The
qualitative method has been fully used to carry out this study. Based on that, all the data obtained
from scholarly books, research papers, university official reports, and relevant documents have
been analysed analytically.

Background history of the University of Malaya.

Located in Kuala Lumpur, the capital of Malaysia, University Malaya is the first government
university in the country (University Malaya Strategic Plan 2021-2025). The university was
established in 1949 in Singapore, which was then annexed to Malaya, and operated there from
1948 to 1958. Later, when the University of Malaya was established in Kuala Lumpur in 1962, the
University of Malaya Singapore was transformed into the National University of Singapore
(Chung Tat, 2013). Later, in 1965, Singapore seceded from the Federation of Malaysia and became
an independent country. In the 1950s, the Faculty of Arts and Social Sciences was set up with
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English, Economics, Geography, History, and Mathematics departments. During that period, it
was proposed to establish a department of linguistics, but there was a lack of suitable academicians
to lead it. At that time Professor A. Oppenhn served as the first principal in the art department.
After that in 1953-54 Zainal Abidin bin Ahmad and Mr. K. C. After Ho was appointed as lecturers
in the Linguistic Departments, seriousness was shown in the establishment of Linguistic
Departments. There was some delay in establishing the Tamil seat (Department of Indian Studies)
in that period even though it was pre-translated from several stages to be set up (Abirami, 2020).

Since then, with strong support from the community, the Indian Survey continued its first
implementation in the session 1956-57. In 1958, the faculty of arts and social sciences building
was constructed on the campus of the University of Malaya, Kuala Lumpur. On 18 June 1959, the
University Malaya Kuala Lumpur was officially opened by the country's first Emperor Tuanku
Abdul Rahman. Following the Universities Act of 1959, the Department of Malay Studies,
Department of Indian Studies, and Departments of Geography were transferred from Singapore to
the University of Malaya, which started functioning in Kuala Lumpur in early 1959. However,
students pursuing degrees in those departments were pursuing their studies in Singapore. This is
because the focus was first on fixing the structures and financial positions of the concerned
departments.

All-year students of Engineering, First-year and Honours students from Malay Studies
Departments and Indian Studies, along with first-year science students, began teaching in the
faculty of arts and social sciences on Monday 25 May 1959 (Chung Tat, 2013). 9 Professors, 4
Senior Lecturers, 10 Lecturers, and 18 Associate Lecturers were appointed in the academic session
1959/1960. Mr. Rajakannu was appointed as the first Head of the Department of Indian Studies in
the academic year 1959/1969 (Kalaimuthu, 2008). While the Department of Indian Studies is the
oldest department in the history of the University of Malaya and the first academic department
created for the Indian community in Malaysia, there are currently 11 departments operating. The
contribution of faculty of arts and social sciences especially Department of Indian Studies, to the
history and development of University Malaya is significant and vital.

Origin of the University of Malaya Student Union

In 1959, when the Faculty of Arts and Social Sciences, University of Malaya came into operation,
a Student Welfare Board was set up to focus on student activities and their management. The Board
consisted of Professor GM Davies, CJ Eliezer, J. R. Hendrickson, H. Anuar, Dr. AG Rajaram, Dr.
Wang Kung Woo presided over the event while the student representatives were Lim Soo Poon,
Alexius Lu Yuen, K. Padpanabhan, Naranjan Kaur, and Che Azizan Aripin. The Registrar of the
University was appointed as the Secretary of this Student Union. Accordingly, under Section 59
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Sub-section 1 of the University Act, the University of Malaya Student Welfare Department was
established in 1959. At that time, 12 student organizations were active at the University of Malaya.

Origin of Tamil Language Society of University of Malaya: “Tamil Peravai”

Student movements and unions emerged in 1959 at the University of Malaya, where students'
needs and collective action began to take shape. It also includes the Malay Language Society and
the History Society. It should be noted that the number of non-Malay students in the university at
that time was high. While efforts were made to start a student union to unite Indian students
studying in other departments, including the Department of Indian Studies, the first generation of
students of the Department of Indian Studies in Singapore were studying for Honours degrees in
the Department of Indian Studies in Kuala Lumpur. They are respectively, K. Padmanabhan,
Bharatas Gopal, S. Sivalingam, S. Singaravelu, and Mdm R. Devaki. They carried out the
preliminary fieldwork for the establishment of the Tamil Languange Society (K. Puniamurthy, Jan,
2023).

The initiation of this student team has also received overwhelming support from the university
elite community. The reason is that the Tamil Language Society was established in Malaysia's first
university, the University of Malaya, and got the honour of being the first university Indian student
organization in the country. However, since there is no formal document on the Tamil Language
Society from 1959 to 1969, there is no opportunity to give an accurate accreditation of the early
history. Subsequently, after the enactment of the University Act, of 1971, the Tamil Language
Society was again officially registered with the University Student Welfare Department on
11.06.1971. Till then, the Tamil Language Society was functioning under student affairs
department and Department of Indian Studies (Singaravelu, 2007).

Early activities of the Tamil Language Society

The initial activities of the Tamil Language Society from 1959, depended entirely on university
students. While the students were studying, other times they gathered and exchanged ideas with
each other for fun. In this, the Tamil Language Society did not become a platform for thinking
about the problems faced by society outside of the policies carried out by the government (K.
Puniamurthy, Jan 2023).

Drama, Deepavali night, sports, etc were the activities of the Tamil Language Society. There are
some reasons for this. Those who come to the university to pursue their degree do not have any
environment and awareness where they can contribute to the betterment of society. The reason is
that the Indian society of those days especially the Tamils were adapting their lives in the
plantations, so the changes in the society were not as pressing as the university students thought.
Thus, it can be said that the projects carried out in the first 10 years of the establishment of the
Tamil Language Society did not have any effect on the socio-economic upliftment beyond the
university structure.
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New Economic Policy and the Tamil Language Society

In the initial period “New Economic Policy” was introduced to boost the economy of the people
of the country. According to the 1970 census, most Malays in the country were living in extreme
poverty and earning very little income. 86 percent of people in rural areas were in poverty.
Although the Chinese worked in the lead fields and plantations, they gradually settled in the urban
areas. Although foreigners controlled the country's economy, the Chinese community controlled
one-third of the economy. More than 80 percent of Indians worked on plantations. Basic
inconvenient lifestyles and low wages revealed their poverty status (Janakiraman, 2009). The
government planned to create a common economic plan that included all three ethnic groups in
the country today. Also, national unity and socio-economic ups and downs between races were
taken into consideration and given greater importance. Based on this, the government's initiative
was called the “New Economic Policy”.

While the Bumiputras have largely benefited from this economic policy, the Indian society has not
progressed (Jagathasan Naidu, 1996). Realizing this, the Indian students of the University of
Malaya came forward to contribute through the Tamil Language Society. Till then the activities of
the Tamil Language Society were within the university structure, but the impact of this new
economic policy brought about a new change in the activities of the Council (K. Puniamurthy, Jan
2023). Since then, the Islamic and Malay Language Clubs have been openly commenting on the
poverty situation among the Malay community in the country, and the idea of helping Indian
students and their communities has been strengthened.

During this time, the number of Malay students increased. The government focused more on the
enrolment of Malay students in the university. In 1970, out of the total number of students (7 777),
3 123 students were Malays. Although English was the primary medium of instruction, as a result
of science subjects being taught in Malay as the medium of instruction, the number of students
increased significantly compared to previous years. Pre-university courses were created by the
colleges and Malay students were prepared and sent to the university.

This brought about a huge decline in the number of Indian students at the university. Realizing
this, the Tamil Language Society rallied and brought this to the attention of the government with
the foresight that the society would lose educated graduates to lead the future society of the
country. It was the first time in history that the Tamil Language Society, which till then was a mere
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student organization, took up a social issue. The struggle led by the Tamil Language Society was
successful and this way is certain.

“In the early 1970s the enrolment of Indian students at the University of Malaya was sadly
declining. At that time Indian students belonging to the Tamil Language Society were
planning to protest against the government. Some of them are met Tan Sri V. They
Manikkavasakam. He advised them not to protest the government and to protest against
Malaysian Indian Congress (MIC). Similarly, a demonstration was carried out in front of
Tunku Canselor Hall in University of Malaya. It was because of the strike that Tan Sri
Manikkavasakam (president of MIC) discussed with the government that the number of
Indian students in the University of Malaya increased in the following years.”

Situational overview of Malaysian Indians

In the 1970s, the economic downturn of Malaysian Indians was recorded at 1 percent, while Malay
ownership was 1.5 percent, Chinese ownership was 22.5 percent, and foreign ownership was 60.7

percent. However, in the 2000s, this situation changed dramatically, with the wealth of Indians not
growing at 1.5 percent, the Malays at 19.4 percent, and the Chinese at 38.5 percent, increasing
their economic power (Sarithorn Sachavirawong & Rainer Heufers, 2006). Although the New
Economic Policy was introduced after the May 13, 1969 communal riots to bring economic
strength to all the communities under one policy, Greater emphasis was placed on the prosperity
of the Malays and the attainment of that community was raised. The position of the Indians was
greatly relegated, with the Malay community being given special privileges in government jobs,
many more parastatals and admissions to public universities (Jagathasan Naidu, 1996). As the
Malays ascended to the mainstream of the country, not much attention was paid to the affairs of
the Chinese Indian community. In this Tamil primary schools, the Government did not ensure their
prosperity while policies were made to protect the welfare of Indians who migrated from
plantations to urban areas. Due to this, the socio-economics of Indians remained underdeveloped
at many levels. The position of the Indians was greatly relegated, with the Malay community being
given special privileges in government jobs, many more parastatals and admissions to public
universities (Jagathasan Naidu, 1996). As the Malays ascended to the mainstream of the country,
not much attention was paid to the affairs of the Chinese Indian community. In this Tamil primary
schools, the Government did not ensure their prosperity while policies were made to protect the
welfare of Indians who migrated from plantations to urban areas. Due to this, the socio-economics
of Indians remained underdeveloped at many levels. The position of the Indians was greatly
relegated, with the Malay community being given special privileges in government jobs, many
more parastatals and admissions to public universities (Jagathasan Naidu, 1996). As the Malays
ascended to the mainstream of the country, not much attention was paid to the affairs of the Chinese
and Indian community. In this Tamil primary schools, the Government did not ensure their
prosperity while policies were made to protect the welfare of Indians who migrated from
plantations to urban areas. Due to this, the socio-economics of Indians remained underdeveloped
at many levels.
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As aresult, due to the lack of a healthy socio-living environment, social disorders such as domestic
violence, suicide incidents and gangs have increased among the Indian community (Health
Ministry's Statistics cited in New Straits Times, 2005). Unlawful living environment, denied
opportunities from the government and educational backwardness were seen as the primary
reasons for this. Apart from that, in 2005, while Indians accounted for 7.8 percent of the country's
total population, the highest rate of arrests for serious crimes was recorded, while 703 criminals
were detained at the Simbang Rengam Rehabilitation Center for committing serious crimes, 377
or 54 percent of them were Indians (New Straits Times, July 10, 2005).

Data published by The Economist (22 February 2003) listed the primary social problems facing
Indians, the third largest ethnic group.

63 percent of Indians are detained under the Serious Crimes Act.

41 percent are beggars without sufficient financial strength.

The incidence of child abuse in Indian society is recorded as 20 percent.
20 percent of female juvenile violence recorded

The number of juvenile offenders is recorded at 14 percent.

Because of this, the University of Malaya-based Tamil Language Society, the country's platform
for unearthing expert human capital, shifted its activities towards social transformation (K.
Puniamurthy, Jan, 2023). As a result, the Tamil Language Society launched a highly sociological
project called the Student Social Welfare Team.

The Student Service Corp — SSC

The members of the Tamil Language Society were less aware about the Indian community which
was left behind by the government stream due to the New Economic Policy introduced in the
country in the 1970s. In the year 1973, the project "Student Service Corp - SSC" was started under
the Tamil Language Society with the aim that only the students studying in the university can uplift
this society. 1973/1974 term Tamil Language Society under the leadership of Mr.Subramaniam,
this program was carried forward in the Assembly. Earlier in 1972, in the National Seminar on
Tamil Education adopted by the Tamil Language Society, discussed some projects to create
awareness about education among the people of Malaysian Indians. (Singaravelu, 2007).
According to it, members of the Tamil Language Society conducted self-reliance classes for Indian
youth and students in Bangsar and Brickfields areas around the University of Malaya. Realizing
that society was backward at many levels, the council members started this as an action plan and
started traveling across the country through this student social welfare team.

In the 70s, as Indian society was largely living on plantations, the councillors chose one plantation
per year during their 3-month sabbatical from the university to take up the project. The Tamil
Language Society did the work of explaining government policies to the estate people, registering
marriages according to law, enrolling out-of-school students in school, establishing a library and
community hall in the estate, religious class, and educational awareness workshop (K.
Puniamurthy; Jan; 2023). Until that day, the Tamil Language Society crawled along paths
untrodden by plantation graduates and tried to raise the hands of the plantation workers. As the
country moved towards industrialization in the 1980s, many plantations were destroyed, leaving
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most Indians homeless. The government settled them by building cheap houses in urban areas. But
the urban lifestyle became a major challenge for the community, which till then had been ignorant
of the outside world in the gardens. The reason is that many challenges like high cost of living,
unemployment, lack of education, and citizenship problems hit the people. All these, Indians could
not compete with other ethnic groups who were moving very fast on the development path of the
country. According to a 2006 study published by Era Malaysia Consumer, the urban Indian's
dilemma was listed as:

Dropouts are high among Indians; Only 5.0 percent pursue higher education.

Many Indians are addicted to alcohol.

Excessive drug use.

The number of people going to jail is high.

Excessive involvement in gangs;

40 percent of Indian gangsters are involved in serious crime.

Due to this, in the late 90s, the SSC program carried out in the estates was shifted to urban areas
with new objectives. Although it did not bring much impact in the short term, the program became
a platform to instil a sense of community among university students. Although this action plan was
conducted in the plantations within the framework of the student body and small transformations
were made by the Tamil Language Society, the challenge for the Tamil Language Society to
overcome the poverty and social problems of the urban Indian society increased. This is due to
changes in the university holiday schedule, declining student engagement, and government and
non-government movements taking similar action, challenging the structure of being a university
student.

It is the most ancient program in the history of the Tamil Language Society which has been running
for 64 years and has been carried out for 47 years according to the changing times. The operation
has been carried out in 87 locations so far, including 74 plantations in Kedah, Perak, Selangor,
Negeri Sembilan, Malacca, Johor, and Pahang. While most of the public university student
associations or non-governmental organizations operating in the country to date do not have a very
long history of community-oriented programs, it is surprising that the Tamil Language Society can
carry that distinction.

Peravai Kathaigal Competition and social empowerment

From the late 60s to the early 80s, the Tamil Language Society which operated with the aim of
social development turned into the Tamil language development and its literature progression.
Literature was the main leisure of university students in those days. The students wrote essays,
short stories, dramas, and poems, with the problems arising in society as the main theme and
setting. The root cause of this is that Modern Tamil literature was taught in the Department of
Indian Studies. A philosopher from Tamil Nadu, India, Professor Dr. R. Dandayutham taught the
subject and many of the Tamil literature produced in Malaysia were subjected to criticism and
radical. This is probably the reason for Malaysian Tamil literature began to develop rapidly.

Members of the Tamil Language Society for the term 1982/1983 under Dr. R. Dandayutham 's
advise a national short story competition called “Peravai Kathaigal” was started at the national
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level (Loganathan, 2019). Through the medium of short stories, countless social issues were
discussed during university lectures, and the Tamil Language Society initiated new approaches to
learning, teaching, and research.

Through this competition, the best stories are selected and published as a book, while the winners
are also given cash prizes. In the case of Malaysia, Tamil writers do not receive full-time wages
for their work, but once a year they participate in writers' assembly stories and receive a substantial
amount of money as prizes. In this way, Peravai Kathaigal short story competition become an
important platform for a writer to be recognized by the student body and to shine in local Tamil
literature and society. More specifically, the writers who participate in the contest, which has been
running for more than 35 years, have been able to supplement their livelihoods with the substantial
sums earned through their work. And some writers have developed their writing skills through the
Peravai Kathaigal. Its was mentioned by a prominent local writer as:

“...They said that it will cost RM 1,300 to print a book. I had been writing for the first ten
years participating in the annual short story competition held at the University of Malaya.
The top four places always get a prize. This time the second prize for me was Rs. Got 750
Silver. And I needed RM600 silver. With the help of my wife, | raised funds and published
copies of my “Azhagil Aarathanai” volume.

Through this literary program started in 1982, the Tamil Language Society has created a literary
legacy in Malaysia and serves as an example for other student organizations (Krishnan Maniam,
2019). Peravai Kathaigal probably laid the first foundation for many great writers who made their
debut in Malaysia. Especially, writer Ma. Ramaiah, Karthikesu, Go. Punniawan, N. Pachaipalan,
etc., who were introduced through assembly stories, presented their works focusing on the many
socio-economic pressures faced by society. “Peravai Kathaigal” stories are evidence that
literature is a tool to depict contemporary events. Through this project, the Tamil Language society
are educating that literary competitions can contribute to socio-economic empowerment.

After 2000’s Tamil Language Society

In the '80s and '90s society faced various problems but, in the 2000's it may have faced new
challenges. As the urbanization policy was implemented in the country, the estates of the people
living in the estates were destroyed and settled in the urban areas (Kalaimuthu, 2008).
Unaccustomed to the urban lifestyle, the Indian community faced the challenge of adapting to the
new lifestyle. Gangsterism, alcoholism, drug addiction, domestic violence, drop-outs, and many
other social ills among Indians were also prevalent.

To overcome this, the government has launched several schemes in principle, but all of them have
not yielded adequate results. This may have brought a new challenge to the Tamil Language
Society. In 2012, Tamil Peravai, which pioneered its SSC program in plantations, shifted its focus
to eradicating urban poverty. However, the urban residential area administration did not give the
support to the Tamil Language Society that the plantation administration provided earlier to solve
the problem in the plantations. Although the Tamil Language Society has the power to suppress
the violence in the city under the power of the student organization, there was a delay in its
implementation.
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Although the SSC was conducted in Taman Permata, Dengkil, Selangor near Putrajaya for about
5 years starting in 2015, it did not have much impact. Later, in 2019, the 45th SSC was held again
at Cheroh Estate in Raub, Pahang, but ended up being a week-long Tamil school service project.
Later in the period of Covid-19, this great SSC program is being implemented as an annual
program of the Tamil Language Society on a very small scale without reviving and resuming its
original purpose.

Contribution of the Tamil Language Society to other social organizations

Sri Murugan Centre (SMC), which was established in the 1980°s to create awareness of sustainable
education in society, is an organization supported by the members of the Tamil Language Society
(K. Puniamurthy; Jan;2023). In this country-wide educational institution, members of the Tamil
Language Society worked as members of the curriculum development and implementation of
learning and teaching. SMC, which established since 80s, aimed the UPSR, PMR, SPM exam
students to create academic awareness. This can be said to have led to academic awareness among
the Indian community in the country and students to accomplish better achievements.

Besides expressing their opinions in organizations like Educational, Welfare & Research
Foundation Malaysia (EWRF), Tamil Foundation, Tamil Mani Mandram (MTYC), Malaysia
Tamil Writers Association and Tamil Language Society are also contributing, working, and
shouldering the responsibilities of non-governmental organizations. The main reason is that it is
not an exaggeration to say that the Tamil Language Society of University of Malaya is the field
that has sown awareness for the educational and economic prosperity of Indian society during the
university itself.

Apart from that, Tamil Peravai in collaboration with Concern UM Indian Graduates (CUMIG), a
non-governmental organization, is conducting the IPTA My First-Choice campaign. Students who
have completed their basic education in Malaysia are working to educate Indian students across
the country on how to apply and pursue higher education institutions. In particular, to create an
education debt-free society, to carry out the charitable work of taking higher education
opportunities provided by the government to the society, in the last 15 years, the Tamil Language
Society has taken meaningful steps to protect the young Indian community from 2 billion ringgit
in education debt along with dedication from various associations and organizations (K.
Puniamurthy; Jan; 2023).

Recommendations

As the oldest Indian student organization in Malaysian public universities, some of the activities
of the Tamil Language Society of University of Malaya date back more than a quarter of a century.
By studying the impact of projects that focus on socio-economic development, the activities of the
Tamil Language Society can also be recommended as a model project for the activities of other
organizations. Also, Indian diasporas from Canada, Singapore, Guyana, Germany, USA,
Myanmar, Mauritius, New Zealand, Suriname, Sri Lanka, Korea, Israel and even Fiji can foster
collaboration and networking with social organizations operating in countries with a large
population of Indians to exchange expertise, best practices, student welfare ideas, economic
development projects, etc. The globalization of student organizations among the young Indian

diaspora can develop a strong sense of belonging and soft power as the Indian diasporas contribute
to the betterment of the world nation. This recommendation includes collaboration with Indian
Students association (ISA) of University of Michigan at United States, Indian Student’s
Association at Columbia, Heidelberg Indian Students Association (HISA) at Germany, SEWA
International, and the Akhil Bharatiya Vidyarthi Parishad at India.

Conclusion

For half a century, the Tamil Language Society of University of Malaya has contributed to the
socio-economic development of Malaysian Indians through a wide range of programs. While its
managers must ensure that all these are relevant to the current context, its programs must deal with
approaches that address the practical challenges of society. However, it has been proven that all
the programs carried out by the Tamil Language Society have contributed to the needs of the
Malaysian Indian community and ensured its development. It is no exaggeration to say that this
sets a pinnacle-level example for other student organizations and the Overseas Indian
Organization. The contribution of university student organizations in the national stream is
fundamental. The insights, contribution and ideas from the younger generation should be
incorporated through such organizations and the formulation of government policies. Moreover,
the Tamil Language Society, which has the pride of being the oldest Indian student organization
in the country, still needs the cooperation and collaboration of international organizations to
deepen its power.
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Abstrak

Kajian ini bertujuan untuk membuat satu penilaian tentang isu kemiskinan yang dialami oleh
komuniti Tamil setinggan di Chennai, India. Kajian ini telah dilaksanakan dengan tiga objektif
yang utama iaitu, faktor-faktor kemiskinan, usaha pihak berkepentingan dan keberkesanan dalam
mengurangkan isu kemiskinan serta cabaran semasa dalam menangani isu kemiskinan kawasan
setinggan di Chennai. Beberapa kajian lepas dan konsep kajian turut disampaikan untuk
melanjutkan pemahaman dan pengetahuan pembaca. Dalam Kkajian ini, pengkaji telah
menggunakan kaedah pemerhatian dan temu bual secara langsung ke kawasan kajian iaitu kawasan
setinggan Nochikuppam dan Koovam River, Chennai. Temu bual telah dijalankan dengan Jurutera
Eksekutif, Marina Reconstruction Division, Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board (TNSCB) dan
Ketua Jabatan Kemanusiaan dan Sains Sosial di India Institute of Technology (11T) Madras dan
komuniti Tamil di kawasan setinggan Chennai. Hasil kajian telah didapati bahawa pelbagai faktor
yang mendorong kepada isu kemiskinan ini dan yang paling jelas dilihat adalah faktor masalah
sosial dan sikap penduduk itu sendiri. Pelbagai usaha dijalankan, tetapi golongan kawasan
setinggan ini tidak digunakan dengan baik. Oleh itu, cabaran isu ini adalah sikap golongan
kawasan setinggan itu sendiri yang tidak bertanggungjawab. Implikasi penting daripada hasil
kajian ini menunjukkan faktor-faktor budaya penduduk Kawasan setinggan berkaitan harus diberi
perhatian untuk mengelakkan isu kemiskinan di kawasan setinggan di Chennai terus berlaku.
Cadangan yang bernas juga dikemukakan untuk rujukan kepada para pengkaji akan datang agar
hasil yang diperolehi menjadi lebih lengkap.

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Pengenalan

Kemiskinan merupakan isu utama bagi setiap negara di dunia, khususnya bagi negara yang sedang
membangun seperti India ini. Pelbagai langkah dan strategi telah dilakukan untuk membanteras
tetapi masih ada golongan yang hidup di bawah garis kemiskinan. Chennai merupakan antara
bandar utama pusat komersial dan perindustrian di India. Chennai terkenal dengan pelbagai
warisan budaya dan tradisi. Chennai juga sebagai ibu kota automobil India dengan mempunyai
pelbagai pejabat automobil di sini. Bandar ini juga merupakan bandar tumpuan untuk sumber
pekerjaan. Walaupun Chennai ini kaya dengan pelbagai aspek, tetapi bandar ini tetap menjadi
tumpuan isu kemiskinan di dunia. Sesetengah pengkaji berpendapat bahawa kemiskinan adalah
berpunca dan disebabkan oleh pelanggaran hak asasi manusia, manakala ada juga pengkaji
mendapati bahawa kemiskinan itu sendiri adalah pelanggaran hak asasi manusia. Jadi tidak jelas
sejauh mana kemiskinan melanggar hak asasi manusia ini (A Legal Analysis. 2021).

Terdapat pelbagai perspektif disiplin yang membawa pandangan tersendiri mengenai kemiskinan,
sebagai contoh, peranan hak asasi manusia dalam mentakrifkan kemiskinan; sama ada kemiskinan
boleh dianggap sebagai pelanggaran hak asasi manusia atau lebih tepatnya punca atau akibat
pelanggaran hak; dan akhirnya, sama ada kemiskinan harus atau boleh ditangani secara realistik
melalui rangka kerja hak asasi manusia antarabangsa (Egan, 2021). Menurut Bank Dunia (2010)
dan UNDP (2004), pelbagai perbincangan dan kajian telah dijalankan dari segi konsepnya sendiri.
Konsep kemiskinan yang menggambarkan dari sudut kepenggunaan merujuk bahawa kepada
individu yang tidak memenuhi keperluan asas hak asasi manusia untuk meneruskan hidupan
seperti chaturanga pakaian, tempat tinggal yang selesa, nutrisi makanan, buta huruf, bekalan air
yang bersih, dan komunikasi. Konsep tentang kemiskinan dari sudut pendapatan pula, Bank Dunia
(2010) telah menetapkan bahawa garis kemiskinan berlaku apabila seseorang itu hidup di bawah
US$ 1.25 atau US$ 2 sehari. Miskin mutlak (Absolute Poverty) bagi pertubuhan ini adalah apabila
seseorang itu berada di bawah paras pendapatan US$ 1.25 sehari. Menurut Schwartzman (2000)
kemiskinan mutlak merupakan seseorang yang tidak mampu memenuhi keperluan minimum
hidupnya untuk memelihara fizikal agar dapat bekerja penuh dan berkesan. Pertubuhan Bangsa-
Bangsa Bersatu (PBB) menerangkan dari sudut hak asasi manusia, setiap negara perlu
bertanggungjawab dalam memastikan keperluan asasi manusia dapat dengan secukupnya.
Manakala seseorang yang memiliki paras pendapatan di bawah US$ 2 sehari, boleh dikategorikan
sebagai miskin relatif (Relatif Poverty). Kemiskinan relatif muncul jika keadaan seseorang atau
sekumpulan orang berbanding dengan keadaan orang lain dalam suatu daerah atau kawasan. Adam
Smith (1993) telah menjelaskan bahawa:

As far back as 1776, Adam Smith recognized the relativity of needs by defining
“necessaries” as ‘“not only the commodities which are indispensably necessary for the
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support of life, but whatever the custom of the country renders it indecent for credible
people, even of the lowest order, to be without.

Oleh itu, konsep kemiskinan dari sudut konvensional melihat situasi kemiskinan yang
berlaku disebabkan oleh kekurangan keperluan fizikal manusia. Menurut laporan Bank Dunia,
Pendapatan Negara Kasar (PNK) per kapital (Kaedah Atlas) menunjukkan US$ 1,600 pada tahun
2015 dan US$ 1,680 pada tahun 2016. Keluaran Dalam Negeri Kasar (KDNK) pula 8 peratus pada
2015 dan 7.1 peratus pada 2016. Nisbah kemiskinan pada US$ 1.90 per hari menunjukkan
penurunan yang baik iaitu 31.1 peratus pada 2009 dan pada tahun 2011 pula 21.2 peratus (Poverty
& Equity, 2017). Walau bagaimanapun, situasi kemiskinan ini berubah baik, tetapi masih terdapat
golongan yang terhimpit dalam isu kemiskinan di Chennai. Terdapat banyak kawasan yang
dikenali sebagai kawasan setinggan iaitu kawasan yang mempunyai penduduk yang terlalu padat
dan hidup di bawah garis kemiskinan dan diantara kawasan tersebut di Chennai adalah
Nochikuppam dan Koovam River. Kawasan setinggan boleh dikatakan mereka yang tinggal atau
terlibat disebabkan oleh lima ciri khusus iaitu kekurangan perumahan kekal, ruang yang tidak
cukup untuk penduduk, kekurangan bekalan air yang bersih, kekurangan sanitasi yang sesuai, dan
kekurangan keselamatan diri. Banci India 2011 mendedahkan bahawa 17.4% isi rumah bandar di
India tinggal di kawasan serba kekurangan dalam landskap bandar yang ditetapkan sebagai
kawasan setinggan dalam set data Banci (Mukherjee, Sundberg, & Schitt, 2020). Kebanyakan
kawasan setinggan ini terletak di pinggir bandar dan tidak dibina dengan baik serta tanpa peraturan
perundangan perumahan. Kebiasaannya, golongan yang tinggal di kawasan setinggan ini adalah
untuk mengakses lebih banyak peluang pekerjaan. Tetapi, pekerjaan sering tidak cukup untuk
menghapuskan sepenuhnya dari kitaran kemiskinan ini. Majoriti penghuni di kawasan setinggan
hanya meneruskan hidup semata-mata untuk mendapatkan senilai mata wang sehari.

Menurut Poverty & Equity (2017), kadar kemiskinan di India berkurangan, tetapi kadar rakyat
yang hidup dalam kemiskinan di Chennai masih tinggi. Masalah kemiskinan ini telah diberi
perhatian oleh pihak yang bertanggungjawab. Pelbagai tindakan yang dijalankan oleh pihak
berkuasa seperti Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board (TNSCB) yang menjalankan tanggungjawab
untuk membasmi kemiskinan di kawasan setinggan Chennai. Walau bagaimanapun, isu
kemiskinan ini masih tidak dapat ditangani dengan sempurna kerana masih terdapat faktor yang
mendorong isu kemiskinan ini. Masalah sosial seperti pelacuran, buruh kanak-kanak, serta buruh
paksa berlaku berleluasa di kawasan seperti ini. Kualiti kehidupan golongan miskin ini terjejas
akibat bekerja untuk kadar gaji yang rendah. Golongan wanita dan kanak-kanak antara golongan
yang difokuskan dalam isu kemiskinan ini. Golongan ini menjadi mangsa utama dalam masalah
sosial yang berlaku sehingga membawa kepada kemiskinan dalam kehidupan mereka.

Secara ringkasnya, kajian ini memberi tumpuan kepada permasalahan, di mana usaha pihak
berkepentingan yang dijalankan didapati gagal untuk membasmi kemiskinan di kawasan setinggan
Chennai bagi komuniti Tamil malah membawa kepada pelbagai masalah sosial. Masalah sosial di
kawasan setinggan Chennai ini telah membawa pelbagai implikasi kepada golongan miskin. Oleh
itu, tindakan yang dilakukan oleh pelbagai pihak khususnya pihak kerajaan dalam isu kemiskinan
akan dibincangkan. Tambahan pula, bagaimana tindakan tersebut mengurangkan kesan terhadap
kadar kemiskinan di Chennai akan dikaji selidik. Dengan itu, dalam kajian ini, pernyataan utama
adalah untuk mengetahui faktor, usaha dan cabaran semasa yang menyebabkan kemiskinan masih
berterusan di kawasan setinggan Chennai.
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Kajian ini berkepentingan kepada cabaran yang masih perlu dihadapi dalam menangani isu
kemiskinan dalam kalangan penduduk Kawasan setinggan di Chennai. Cabaran yang
dibincangkan membolehkan pihak yang bertanggungjawab mengambil langkah alternatif yang
lebih berkesan untuk membasmi masalah kemiskinan ini di Chennai. Selain itu, cabaran yang
dikaji ini juga dapat menjelaskan masalah sosial di samping kemiskinan yang semakin serius di
Chennai. Oleh yang demikian, kajian ini berharap bahawa pandangan dan pemerhatian yang
dihasilkan daripada kajian ini dapat menyumbang ke arah membuat keputusan yang lebih baik
dengan menyediakan pilihan dasar yang lebih pragmatik bagi mengatasi masalah kemiskinan ini.
Ringkasnya, kajian ini berhasrat untuk memberi pandangan terhadap mengenai isu kemiskinan
yang semakin serius ini dan membolehkan pihak berkuasa mengambil langkah yang berkesan
untuk mengatasinya.

Objektif kajian

Kajian ini telah dijalankan untuk tujuan memahami isu kemiskinan komuniti Tamil di kawasan
setinggan di Chennai yang semakin serius dengan mencapai objektif kajian ini. Objektif kajian
yang pertama adalah mengenal pasti faktor-faktor yang menyebabkan kemiskinan masih
berterusan dalam kalangan penduduk kawasan setinggan di Chennai. Kedua, mengkaji usaha-
usaha yang dijalankan oleh pihak berkepentingan dan keberkesanan dalam mengurangkan isu
kemiskinan. Ketiga, mengkaji cabaran yang masih perlu dihadapi dalam menangani isu
kemiskinan kawasan setinggan di Chennai.

10.0 Sorotan literatur

Konsep “Human Security” iaitu keselamatan manusia. Menurut Mahbub ul Haq (1995),
keselamatan manusia tidak lagi menjadi masalah dengan bersenjata sahaja. Keselamatan manusia
adalah kebimbangan terhadap maruah seseorang individu. Keselamatan manusia tidak tercapai
sekiranya masih ada pembunuhan kanak-kanak secara berleluasa, kejadian buruh kanak-kanak,
penyakit berjangkit secara berleluasa, penindasan terhadap golongan wanita dan ketegangan antara
kaum yang melibatkan letupan bom. Sebagai lonjakan paradigma, telah menggunakan konsep
keselamatan baru iaitu konsep keselamatan berubah secara drastik dari yang dulu. Keselamatan
manusia bukan sahaja ditafsirkan sebagai keselamatan sempada dan keselamatan negara. Malah
keselamatan semua golongan manusia untuk melindunginya daripada ancaman di mana-mana
sahaja seperti di rumah, di tempat Kkerja, di jalan raya, dalam komuniti dan persekitaran juga
diambil kira.

Keselamatan manusia juga boleh diterangkan melalui dua aspek utama iaitu pertama keselamatan
dari segi ancaman kronik seperti kelaparan, penindasan dan juga penyakit berjangkit. Kedua,
bermaksud dari segi perlindungan daripada gangguan secara tiba-tiba dan penyakit berjangkit
dalam corak kehidupan seharian, sama ada di rumah, di tempat kerja atau dalam kalangan
masyarakat (UNDP, 1994). Konsep ini dapat menerangkan isu kemiskinan dengan jelas iaitu
keselamatan dan perlindungan dari segi ancaman yang diinginkan oleh golongan miskin di
Chennai. Seperti mana keselamatan manusia merangkumi tujuh skop yang penting iaitu
keselamatan ekonomi, keselamatan makanan, keselamatan kesihatan, keselamatan alam sekitar,
keselamatan peribadi, keselamatan komuniti dan keselamatan politik.
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Metodologi kajian

Dalam kajian ini, telah menggunakan kaedah kualitatif. Pengkaji telah mengumpul maklumat
dengan menggunakan kaedah kualitatif melalui cara pemerhatian dan temu bual bersama komuniti
Tamil di kawasan setinggan Nochikuppam dan Koovam River di Chennai, Profesor di Universiti
dan Pihak Berkuasa Tempatan. Lokasi kajian yang dipilih dalam kajian ini adalah kawasan
setinggan Nochikuppam dan Koovam River, di Chennai. Nochikuppam merupakan kawasan
nelayan yang sangat terbesar di Chennai. Kedua-dua kawasan ini merupakan antara kawasan
setinggan yang terdapat di Chennai yang mempunyai golongan miskin yang terlalu ramai. Kajian
telah fokus kepada pemerhatian terhadap kawasan setinggan Nochikuppam dan Koovam River, di
Chennai.

Aspek yang diperhatikan meliputi keadaan tempat kediaman, tahap kebersihan kawasan, budaya
mereka, cara hidup mereka dan kegiatan harian mereka. Dari segi keadaan tempat kediaman,
kajian ini melihat struktur rumah sama ada diperbuat daripada kayu, simen atau tanah. Manakala
kajian ini juga melihat cara hidup dan kegiatan harian mereka sama ada mereka bahagia, selesa
dengan kehidupan yang mereka miliki. Setiap pungutan data melalui temu bual dapat dijalakan
secara formal atau tidak formal seperti berinteraksi dengan komuniti Tamil di kawasan setinggan
Nochikuppam dan Koovam River, serta berinteraksi dengan agensi kerajaan yang terdapat di
Chennai. Untuk menjalankan temu bual ini, beberapa soalan yang berkaitan dengan aktiviti harian
mereka di Kawasan setinggan Nochikuppam dan Koovam River, di Chennai telah disediakan.
Untuk agensi kerajaan pula soalan berkaitan dengan faktor dan usaha yang dijalankan untuk
membasmi isu ini telah disediakan. Temu bual ini dapat membantu untuk mengumpulkan data
yang terperinci seperti bantuan, kekerapan bantuan yang terima oleh mereka dan masalah
sampingan yang dihadapi oleh golongan miskin ini.

Dapatan dan Perbincangan
(1) Faktor-Faktor Kemiskinan Di Kawasan Setinggan Chennai

i. Persepsi Pihak Kerajaan

Sejak Tsunami, kerajaan negeri mengalami kesukaran membaiki dan memulihkan bangunan yang
terjejas di kedua-dua kawasan setinggan ini. Kerajaan negeri telah meminta penduduk masyarakat
berpindah ke salah satu tempat perlindungan sementara yang disediakan 300 meter dari kawasan
kejiranan (Lopez, 2011). Tempat perlindungan ini membentuk Tsunami Rehabilitation Township
(TRT) atau Perbandaran Pemulihan Tsunami. Sejak beberapa tahun kebelakangan ini, lebih
banyak keluarga telah bekerjasama dan berpindah ke TRT. Walau bagaimanapun, masih terdapat
beberapa orang yang percaya bahawa mereka akan mengalami kehilangan mata pencarian dan
menghadapi kemudahan buruk di tempat perlindungan sementara (The Hindu, 2013). Oleh itu,
mereka terus kekal di kawasan setinggan ini terutamanya di Nochikuppam. Lebih-lebih lagi,
menurut pegawai kerajaan yang telah ditemu bual, penolakan penduduk ini untuk berpindah telah
menghalang pembinaan semula Nochikuppam.

Selain itu, beberapa keluarga bersetuju untuk berpindah, hanya untuk menuntut perlindungan
sementara mereka. Mereka kemudian menyewa tempat perlindungan sementara menetap di rumah
asal mereka. Sebahagian daripada ini adalah disebabkan oleh penduduk yang tidak percaya
terhadap TNSCB. TNSCB telah menafikan sesetengah penduduk menuntut balik unit rumah yang
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dibina semula (Lopez, 2011). Ini terus menimbulkan pertentangan terhadap mereka yang tidak
sanggup berpindah.

Menurut temu bual bersama Jurutera Eksekutif, Marina Reconstruction Division TNSCB, pada 23
Januari 2018, tiada punca utama yang dapat dikatakan tetapi adalah punca yang dijadikan golongan
ini masih hidup dalam kemiskinan. Golongan remaja yang terjebak dalam kegiatan dadah dan arak
telah ditekankan oleh beliau. Golongan remaja kebiasaannya yang tidak mempunyai sebarang
pekerjaan yang tetap dan ketagih terhadap dadah atau arak membawa kepada masalah jenayah
yang berleluasa di kawasan ini. Masalah rompakan dan kecurian sering melibatkan golongan
remaja dari kawasan ini. Beliau telah menjelaskan bahawa tiada masalah untuk kekurangan
pekerjaan untuk bekerja kerana bandar Chennai merupakan bandar Metropolitan yang kaya dengan
pelbagai sumber pekerjaan.

Masalah seperti pelacuran dan buruk kanak-kanak turut menjadi masalah kemiskinan ini
berterusan tetapi dalam skala yang terlalu sedikit bagi kawasan ini. Masalah kanak-kanak yang
bawah umur bekerja untuk menampung keluarga dan beban untang keluarga mereka.
Kebiasaannya kanak-kanak ini tidak bersekolah dan mereka terpaksa pergi bekerja. Dari segi
pendidikan yang ditawarkan bagi mereka adalah secara percuma oleh pihak kerajaan tetapi mereka
tidak ingin bersekolah. Kekurangan pendidikan juga menjadi faktor yang membawa mereka
kepada miskin. Kekurangan ilmu pengetahuan dan tidak mahir dalam bidang lain membawa
mereka tidak pandai untuk meneruskan kehidupan yang lebih senang. Situasi golongan miskin di
setinggan ini adalah hanya mengharapkan pihak kerajaan untuk membantu mereka dalam semua
aspek dari segi pendidikan, perubatan, keperluan harian serta yang lain dan mereka tidak berusaha
untuk memajukan kehidupan kepada yang lebih senang.

ii. Persepsi Pihak Berilmiah

Menurut temu bual bersama Ketua Jabatan Kemanusiaan dan Sains Sosial di India Institute of
Technology (IIT) Madras, punca isu kemiskinan ini masih berterusan disebabkan oleh sikap
penduduk itu sendiri. Sikap penduduk yang tidak pedulikan dengan masa hadapan dan hanya
mengharapkan bantuan daripada pihak lain untuk menukar nasib mereka. Beliau menyatakan
bahawa masalah sosial yang membawa kepada isu kemiskinan ini masih berlarutan. Masalah sosial
yang ditekankan oleh beliau adalah penggunaan dadah dan minum arak. Kebiasaannya, penduduk
kawasan setinggan ini hanya berfikir untuk menampung diri pada hari itu sahaja, maksudnya
mereka tidak peduli pada masa hadapan. Mereka biasanya menghabiskan wang lebihan
pendapatan harian mereka untuk minum arak atau perbuatan yang tidak berfaedah bagi mereka.
Beliau juga menekankan bahawa mereka tidak ada sikap menabung wang lebihan untuk digunakan
pada masa hadapan terutamanya bagi generasi akan datang mereka.

Selain itu, dari segi perubatan pula penduduk di kawasan setinggan ini tidak berkemampuan untuk
membayar bagi tujuan perubatan terutamanya bagi warga emas. Mereka tidak menyimpan wang
yang secukupnya bagi merawat jika mereka sakit yang sangat kronik. Hal ini bukan kerana pihak
kerajaan tidak menyediakan rawatan percuma bagi mereka, tetapi mereka selalunya tidak percaya
dengan kemudahan kerajaan dan mengabaikan tahap kesihatan mereka. Pengkaji dapat
menjelaskan keadaan sebenar seorang warga emas yang tinggal di tepi jalan raya di Nochikuppam.
Warga emas tersebut telah ditinggalkan oleh anak-anak mereka dan suaminya telah meninggal
dunia akibat kemalangan semasa tinggal di tepi jalan raya. Melalui temu bual dengan warga emas
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ini, saya dapat tahu bahawa beliau ini tidak dapat bekerja kerana mempunyai masalah kesihatan
dan tidak mampu untuk merawat sakitnya. Oleh itu, beliau terpaksa meneruskan kehidupan di tepi
jalan raya dengan mengharapkan bantuan daripada orang lain. Menurut warga emas ini, kadang
kala beliau tidak mempunyai makanan untuk makan dan terpaksa menjalani kehidupan dalam
kelaparan untuk beberapa hari. Tidak mempunyai sebarang keselamatan bagi warga emas ini yang
begitu bahaya tinggal di tepi jalan raya. Jalan raya yang sentiasa sibuk dengan banyak kenderaan
lalu lalang sepanjang hari boleh membawa maut seperti yang berlaku kepada suaminya. Dengan
ini saya juga dapat membuktikan bahawa benar apa yang dikatakan oleh Ketua Jabatan
Kemanusiaan dan Sains Sosial iaitu ketidakmampuan untuk rawatan perubatan menjadi punca
kemiskinan berterusan.

Dari segi kualiti pendidikan pula, Ketua Jabatan Kemanusiaan dan Sains Sosial 1T Madras
menyatakan bahawa tahap pendidikan masih kurang walaupun pihak kerajaan menyediakan
pendidikan secara percuma bagi golongan kawasan setinggan ini. Masalah tidak menghantar anak
ke sekolah merupakan masalah utama kekurangan pendidikan di kawasan ini. Mereka selalunya
mengajar anak untuk bekerja dan tidak ada mentaliti untuk belajar di sekolah. Dari segi, masalah
penghijrahan buruh turut menjadi masalah yang membawa kemiskinan ini semakin berlarutan.
Seperti mana kita tahu, Chennai merupakan bandar metropolitan yang mempunyai banyak peluang
pekerjaan. Ramai agen yang telah membawa golongan dari kawasan perkampungan berhijrah ke
bandar ini untuk mendapatkan pekerjaan yang lebih mewah tetapi kebiasaannya agen ini menipu
dan lepas tangan untuk mendapatkan pekerjaan yang mereka dikehendaki. Oleh itu, golongan-
golongan seperti ini terpaksa tinggal di tempat haram seperti Kawasan setinggan ini untuk
meneruskan kehidupan mereka. Secara keseluruhannya, beliau telah menjelaskan bahawa
kemiskinan di kawasan setinggan disebabkan oleh sikap mereka sendiri dan juga keadaan semasa
yang membawa mereka kepada kemiskinan ini. Kedua-dua aspek ini boleh dikatakan
menyumbang antara satu sama lain kepada keadaan ini berlaku.

iii. Persepsi Komuniti Tamil Di Kawasan Setinggan

Sungguh sedih apabila melawat keadaan penduduk di kawasan setinggan ini. Banyak suara yang
sedih mencerita keadaan mereka. Pengkaji telah berjumpa beberapa penduduk di Nochikuppam
dan Koovam River. Salah seorang penduduk di Koovam River telah mencerita keadaan dan
persepsi mereka dalam isu kemiskinan ini. Menurut beliau, keadaan kemiskinan ini berlanjutan
disebabkan kerana pihak kerajaan yang tidak bertanggungjawab untuk membantu mereka.
Menurut beliau, pihak kerajaan tidak bersimpati terhadap mereka yang paksa mereka berpindah
ke rumah yang disediakan yang terlalu jauh dari kawasan ini. Hal ini dikatakan bahawa rumah
yang disediakan adalah tidak sesuai bagi golongan setinggan ini yang kian lama menetap di
kawasan seperti ini dan diminta pindah ke bangunan yang konkrit. Beliau juga menekankan
bahawa pihak kerajaan hanya membantu jika berdekatan dengan pilihan raya. Menurut beliau juga
tahap kesihatan penduduk disini tidak dipedulikan oleh pihak kerajaan dan juga kadar subsidi yang
ditawarkan adalah tidak cukup untuk menampung isi keluarga mereka. Oleh itu, pandangan
penduduk kawasan ini terhadap punca kemiskinan di kawasan setinggan adalah disebabkan oleh
sikap pihak kerajaan yang tidak bertanggungjawab dengan sepenuhnya.

Secara tuntasnya, bahagian ini membincangkan tentang latar belakang kawasan kajian dan faktor-
faktor yang menyebabkan isu kemiskinan ini masih berlarutan di Chennai. Kajian ini dapat
menjelaskan keadaan sebenar yang dihadapi oleh golongan miskin di kawasan setinggan dan
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menjelaskan faktor-faktor sejarah yang mendorong kepada kawasan seperti ini masih banyak di
Chennai. Terdapat pelbagai persepsi daripada golongan yang berbeza terhadap faktor yang
menyumbangkan terhadap kemiskinan ini. Kebanyakan golongan telah menyatakan bahawa sikap
individu itu sendiri yang menjadikan isu kemiskinan ini tidak dapat dihapuskan. Bahagian ini
memainkan peranan yang sangat penting dengan memberikan pelbagai persepsi tentang isu
kemiskinan ini dalam menentukan faktor yang mendorong kepada isu ini dan meneruskan proses
kajian ini dengan lebih mendalam dalam bahagian seterusnya.

(2) Usaha Pihak Berkepentingan Dan Keberkesanan Dalam Mengurangkan Isu
Kemiskinan

I. Strategi Pihak Kerajaan

Pihak kerajaan negeri telah berusaha untuk membantu golongan yang terlibat dengan Tsunami
dengan menyediakan tempat perlindungan sementara kepada mereka. Pihak kerajaan meminta
penduduk masyarakat setinggan ini berpindah ke salah satu tempat perlindungan sementara yang
disediakan 300m dari Kawasan yang berhampiran (Lopez, 2011). Tempat perlindungan ini
membentuk (TRT). Tempat penampungan sementara terletak di atas tanah yang menjangkau
sekitar 100m oleh 70m. Setiap rumah perlindungan sekitar 20- 24 unit. Untuk setiap keluarga
disediakan dengan unit mereka sendiri, ruang persegi kira-kira 7 kaki dengan 7 kaki. Air
disediakan oleh kerajaan setiap hari. Walaupun elektrik tetap, dengan syarat tiada pemotongan
kuasa di seluruh bandar. Kawasan setinggan ini mempunyai isu sanitasi yang jelas, dengan
pengurusan sisa dan kumbahan. Penduduk perlu bergantung kepada tandas awam yang berada
dalam keadaan yang cacat. Memandangkan kawasan tersebut tidak mempunyai sambungan ke
sistem pembetungan, penduduk Nochikuppam kini menyesuaikan diri dengan keadaan setinggan.

Menurut temu bual bersama Jurutera Eksekutif, Marina Reconstruction Division TNSCB, mereka
dikemukakan oleh Kerajaan Tamil Nadu. la dibentuk oleh Akta Kawasan Setinggan Tamil
(Penambahbaikan & Pelepasan) 1971. Fungsi utama organisasi ini adalah untuk membasmi
kemiskinan dan menyediakan penyelenggaraan kebersihan di Tamil Nadu. Dengan itu, dapat
kajian ini menjelaskan bahawa TNSCB telah berusaha untuk membasmi kemiskinan di kawasan
setinggan di Chennai ini. Lembaga Pengarah telah melaksanakan pelbagai program seperti skim
tenemental In-situ, rancangan In-situ dan infrastruktur pembangunan dan Pemulihan dan
Permukiman Semula untuk memperbaiki persekitaran kawasan setinggan dan taraf hidup keluarga
setinggan bandar untuk mencapai Visi Bandar Bebas Setinggan sebelum 2023.

Dalam isu kawasan setinggan di Nochikuppam dan Koovam River, TNSCB telah menyediakan
perumahan kepada penduduk setinggan Nochikuppam dan Koovam River, iaitu dengan membina
bangunan konkrit di kawasan yang berhampiran dengan tempat kediaman yang lama. Pengkaji
dapat lihat bahawa bangunan hijau iaitu bangunan baru yang dibina oleh TNSB kepada penduduk
kawasan setinggan yang tinggal secara haram di tepi jalan raya. TNSB diarahkan untuk pindah ke
sini dengan memberi pelbagai kemudahan terutamanya kemudahan air. Menurut temu bual
bersama Jurutera Eksekutif Marina Reconstruction Division TNSCB, beliau menyatakan bahawa
selain Tsunami ada juga tragedi-tragedi kebakaran yang berlaku di kawasan setinggan ini yang
menyebabkan bangunan yang lama dibina oleh TNSCB sejak 40 tahun yang lalu musnah dan
terpaksa membina bangunan baru. Menurut beliau juga, bangunan yang dibina yang boleh
ditempatkan seramai 1,500 orang yang telah mempunyai kemudahan seperti elektrik, air, parkir
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kenderaan dan juga lif. Selain itu, bagi kanak-kanak di kawasan setinggan Nochikuppam dan
Koovam River mempunyai akses mudah ke pelbagai sekolah dan kemudahan perubatan di sekitar
Kawasan mereka. Kanak-kanak berumur antara tiga hingga lima tahun dapat tinggal di sebuah
creche, yang biasanya dikenali sebagai aganvadi di India, dari 9 pagi hingga 2 petang pada hari
kerja. Aganvadi dan kakitangan disediakan oleh Kerajaan India melalui program Integrated Child
Developmental Service programme (ICDS) iaitu Perkhidmatan Pengembangan Anak Bersepadu.
Tanggungjawab aganvadis berbeza mengikut kawasan yang berlainan. Aganvadi menyediakan
pendidikan pra-sekolah, dan makanan tambahan.

Di samping itu, aganvadi bertanggungjawab untuk acara komuniti, menjalankan tinjauan keluarga
luas untuk ICDS, dan mengukur BMI semua kanak-kanak, di bawah umur 6 tahun. Terdapat
tumpuan, dari ICDS, untuk mencegah kekurangan zat makanan melalui aganvadis. Seterusnya,
menurut temu bual dengan bersama Ketua Jabatan Kemanusiaan dan Sains Sosial di IIT Madras
pihak berkuasa tempatan atau kerajaan negeri yang terkini di Chennai telah menubuhkan satu
strategi yang baru iaitu subsidi khas kepada golongan miskin yang dilancarkan oleh Dr.
Jayalalithaa mantan Ketua Menteri Tamil Nadu. Antaranya adalah “Amma Canteen” untuk
masyarakat yang kurang kemampuan. Dilancarkan dua tahun yang lalu, Amma Unavagam (kantin)
telah sebulat suara telah diraikan kerana berjaya memberikan makanan yang hangat pada kadar
nominal, memenangi pujian daripada buruh miskin dan harian. Satu hidangan dengan bayaran
Rs.1, plat beras curd pada harga Rs.3 dan beras sambar pada Rs.5. Dengan bayaran yang sangat
murah ini telah memberi senyuman dan kebahagiaan kepada ramai masyarakat yang kurang
mampu terutamanya di kawasan setinggan Chennai ini. Perbadanan Chennai mengendalikan
kantin di seluruh bandar melalui kumpulan bantuan diri wanita, dan banyak lagi yang akan muncul
di seluruh negeri. Sasarannya adalah untuk meningkatkan sehingga 1,000 di seluruh negeri.

Bukan itu sahaja usaha pihak kerajaan tempatan yang diberitahu oleh Ketua Jabatan Kemanusiaan
dan Sains Sosial. Beliau juga menerangkan tentang sistem “Amma Water” iaitu air yang murah
dan berkualiti. Unavagam (kantin) memenuhi keperluan orang yang lapar, tetapi bagaimana
dengan orang yang dahaga? Amma Kudineer (air) membuat penampilan sulung pada tahun 2013,
dengan botol air yang dibungkus berharga Rs. 10 liter dan dijual di stesen bas di Chennai dan
daerah lain di Tamil Nadu. Botol juga dijual pada bas kerajaan yang menggunakan laluan panjang.
Selanjutnya, “Amma Pharmacies” merupakan lagi satu usaha pihak kerajaan negeri untuk
membantu golongan miskin yang menjurus kepada masyarakat kawasan setinggan. Walaupun
harga dadah yang sangat mahal semakin hari untuk kegunaan perubatan, farmasi Amma
menyediakan ubatan yang sangat efektif. Pada tahun 2014, Dr. Jayalalithaa mantan Ketua Menteri
Tamil Nadu melancarkan sepuluh “Amma farmasi” di Chennai, Erode, Salem, Cuddalore, Erode,
Madurai, Sivaganga dan Virudhunagar dengan kos Rs.1 untuk menjual ubat-ubatan pada harga
yang berpatutan dan dilaporkan 10 peratus lebih rendah daripada harga pasaran.

Di samping itu, kerajaan negeri juga memperkenalkan Chief Minister’s Comprehensive health
Insurance Scheme. Skim insurans awam yang dilancarkan oleh Kerajaan Negeri Tamil Nadu
menerusi Syarikat Insurans United India menyediakan rawatan perubatan dan pembedahan
percuma di hospital Kerajaan dan Swasta kepada ahli keluarga di Tamil Nadu yang pendapatan
keluarga tahunannya di bawah garis kemiskinan dan skim ini diutamakan untuk golongan dari
kawasan setinggan. Matlamat program adalah seperti yang dilaporkan oleh World Health
Organization (WHO) mengenai pembiayaan kesihatan, bayaran luar untuk kesihatan boleh
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menyebabkan isi rumah mengalami perbelanjaan yang sangat tinggi dan ianya akan menjadi
bebanan bagi golongan ini yang boleh mendorong mereka ke dalam kemiskinan. Keperluan untuk
membayar “duit kopi” juga boleh menyebabkan rumah tangga tidak mencari penjagaan ketika
mereka memerlukannya. Akaun kesihatan nasional India menunjukkan bahawa 70 peratus
daripada semua perbelanjaan kesihatan ditanggung oleh isi rumah individu, yang merupakan salah
satu perkadaran tertinggi di dunia, dan merupakan bentuk pembiayaan penjagaan kesihatan yang
paling regresif. Selepas mengambil kira keperluan, status pembiayaan kesihatan dan skim insurans
kesihatan sedia ada di India, Kerajaan Tamil Nadu mengambil keputusan untuk melancarkan Skim
Insurans Kesihatan Ketua Menteri yang Komprehensif.

ii. Strategi Pihak Bukan Kerajaan

Usaha pihak bukan kerajaan (NGO) pula yang saya dapat tahu melalui temu bual dengan Ketua
Jabatan Kemanusiaan dan Sains Sosial. The Slum Development Society (SDS) adalah NGO India
yang berpusat di Chennai, Tamil Nadu. SDS terlibat dalam menganjurkan nelayan, Harijans
(Dalits) dan orang lain yang mundur dari kawasan setinggan, mewujudkan kesedaran hak dan cara
menegaskan mereka. Organisasi ini juga bertujuan untuk memberi motivasi kepada golongan
muda untuk menyertai komuniti mereka. SDS menjalankan program latihan yang luas termasuk
latihan hak asasi manusia dan proses demokrasi, hak wanita, kesihatan asas wanita, dan nasihat
praktikal mengenai cara mengatasi halangan kasta.

(3) Cabaran Semasa Dalam Menangani Isu Kemiskinan Kawasan Setinggan Di Chennai

i. Kadar Golongan Miskin Tidak Bekerja Semakin Tinggi

Cabaran yang jelas dapat kita lihat dalam mengurangkan kadar kemiskinan adalah kadar
pengangguran yang tinggi dalam kalangan penduduk kawasan setinggan. Di Kawasan setinggan
Chennai kebanyakan penduduk tidak mempunyai pekerjaan yang tetap malah ada yang tidak
mempunyai sebarang pekerjaan. Pengangguran bukan satu faktor yang boleh dikawal secara
umum kerana pengangguran bergantung kepada pelbagai faktor yang menentukan kadarnya dari
tahun ke tahun meningkat atau menurun. Apabila sebahagian daripada penduduk tidak
menganggur, ia menunjukkan bahawa ia tidak semestinya mempunyai sumber rezeki yang boleh
dipercayai. Dalam kata-kata yang lebih mudah, tidak ada sumber kewangan untuk mengekalkan
kehidupan yang betul. Oleh itu kebanyakan penduduk Kawasan setinggan kehilangan tempat
tinggal dan hidup dalam suasana kelaparan setiap hari. Selain daripada kemelesetan ekonomi,
kadar pengangguran juga meningkat apabila ia gagal menampung peningkatan jumlah tenaga kerja
apabila lebih ramai penduduk telah berusia 18 tahun pada setiap tahun. Pengangguran ini sering
dikaitkan oleh tidak mempunyai sebarang kelayakan bagi sesebuah pekerjaan.

Dalam kes kawasan setinggan ini bukan itu sahaja faktor yang ditimbangkan tetapi sikap individu
yang tidak hendak bekerja. Penduduk kawasan setinggan yang tidak mempunyai pekerjaan ini
sering menjadi mangsa dalam masalah kewangan yang sangat ekstrem. Sudah tentu apabila tidak
mempunyai pekerjaan yang tetap sumber kewangan untuk isi rumah tidak mencukupi dan akan
menjelaskan sosio-ekonomi kawasan setinggan di Chennai ini. Walaupun pihak kerajaan
menyediakan pelbagai kemudahan pekerjaan isu ini tidak dapat diselesaikan sepenuhnya kerana
penduduk yang tidak percaya kepada pihak kerajaan. Bagi ekonomi sesebuah negara untuk berjaya
menghapuskan kemiskinan, ia mesti menanggung kos untuk menyediakan perlindungan, makanan,
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pakaian dan peluang pekerjaan kepada penduduk kawasan setinggan ini yang berada di bawah
garis kemiskinan. la juga, melibatkan kos penyediaan pendidikan dan kemudahan perubatan yang
sangat tinggi. Untuk menyediakan dana yang diperlukan untuk tujuan ini, beban itu dipindahkan
kepada pembayar cukai dengan meningkatkan kos pendidikan, makanan, dan mengurangkan
pendapatan boleh guna, secara kolektif menyebabkan tekanan ekonomi dalam jangka masa
panjang. Walau bagaimanapun pihak kerajaan telah berusaha untuk menghapuskan kemiskinan
dalam kalangan penduduk setinggan ini tetapi masih gagal untuk membasmi kemiskinan ini.
Pemerhatian kajian lapangan dapat lihat bahawa kebanyakan penduduk di Koovam River tidak
mempunyai pekerjaan dan hanya berkeliaran sahaja.

ii. Cabaran Sikap Penduduk Kawasan Setinggan

Cabaran seterusnya yang jelas dilihat adalah sikap penduduk kawasan setinggan yang hanya
bergantung pada bantuan daripada pihak kerajaan mahupun bukan kerajaan. Menurut temu bual
dengan Ketua Jabatan Kemanusiaan dan Sains Sosial , penduduk kawasan setinggan yang bersikap
hanya bergantung kepada pihak kerajaan untuk mendapatkan bantuan bagi meneruskan aktiviti
harian mereka tanpa mereka bekerja menambah pendapatan mereka. Menurut kajian lapangan
dapat kenal pasti bahawa penduduk kawasan setinggan Noochikuppam yang hanya mengharapkan
bantuan dari pihak kerajaan. Kebanyakan mereka hidup untuk sekadar makan dan tidur sahaja
tanpa memikirkan masa hadapan mereka dan generasi mereka. Pihak kerajaan telah banyak
membantu untuk keperluan harian mereka sehingga mereka sudah malas dan tidak ingin bekerja
untuk membaiki nasib malang mereka. Malah mereka turut mengutuk pihak kerajaan lagi kerana
nasib mereka yang miskin tidak dibaiki oleh pihak kerajaan. Menurut temu bual bersama Jurutera
Eksekutif, Marina Reconstruction Division TNSCB, sikap penduduk kawasan setinggan yang
menjual atau menyewa rumah yang disediakan oleh pihak TNSCB. Beliau meluahkan rasa kecewa
pihak TNSCB yang telah banyak membantu tetapi sikap penduduk yang menjual dan masih tinggal
secara haram di tepi jalan raya. Hal ini dapat dibuktikan melalui pemerhatian bahawa sikap
penduduk kawasan setinggan Noochikuppam dan Koovam River yang menjual rumah dan
membina rumah secara haram di tepi jalan raya.

iii. Cabaran Masalah Sosial dan Budaya Kawasan Setinggan

Kemiskinan hanya menjejaskan ketidakstabilan dan penderitaan yang besar dan dua faktor asas ini
yang mempromosikan jenayah. Hubungan yang simbiosis ini telah mengakibatkan kerosakan
sosial yang luas di kawasan setinggan Chennai ini. Negara-negara sedang membangun dan di
bawah negara maju paling rentan terhadap kejahatan dan perangkap kemiskinan. Satu hasil
daripada yang lain, dan bersama-sama mereka telah menjadi wabak. Sesuatu yang melangkaui
pemahaman manusia, dan satu-satunya penyelesaian mungkin terletak pada pembasmian
kemiskinan, yang akan membawa kita agak lama. Gejala sosial seperti minum arak, menggunakan
dadah, pelacuran, buruh kanak-kanak, buruh paksa dan isu pendatang tanpa izin biasa menjadi
masalah di Kawasan setinggan ini. Kebiasaannya golongan wanita dan kanak-kanak menjadi
mangsa dalam masalah sosial ini. Lelaki yang tidak bertanggungjawab menangguh beban keluarga
yang sering mengamalkan budaya minum arak atau menagih dadah dan melepak tanpa melalukan
sebarang pekerjaan yang tetap. Hal ini mengakibatkan kaum wanita terpaksa mencari kerja dan
menjadi cabaran di kawasan setinggan ini yang tidak mempunyai pekerjaan yang banyak untuk
penduduk yang terlalu padat ini. Oleh itu, berdasarkan temu bual bersama Jurutera Eksekultif,
Marina Reconstruction Division TNSCB, kaum wanita ini sering melakukan tindakan yang tidak
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waras seperti terlibat dalam gejala pelacuran. Selain itu, dalam isu ini mereka melibatkan golongan
kanak-kanak dengan memaksa mereka untuk berhenti sekolah kerana tidak mempunyai
pendapatan yang cukup untuk hantar ke sekolah dan sering memaksa untuk bekerja pada umur
awalan ini. Lagi dahsyat mereka dipaksa untuk menjadi pengemis di sekitar bandar Chennai.
Pengkaji dapat menjelaskan kanak-kanak yang menjadi mangsa kemiskinan yang terpaksa bekerja
sebagai penghibur jalanan sekitar Chennai. Di samping itu, ada juga kanak-kanak yang tidak
bersekolah. Pengkaji dapat melihat salah seorang kanak-kanak yang berumur 5 tahun terpaksa
mengemis dalam keadaan yang menyedihkan di sekitar Chennai.

Kesimpulan

Pelbagai faktor yang mendorong kepada isu kemiskinan ini dan yang paling jelas dilihat adalah
faktor masalah sosial dan sikap penduduk itu sendiri. Sikap mereka yang tidak memikirkan masa
depan dengan tiada sebarang sumber kewangan lebihan yang disimpan. Sering pihak
berkepentingan berusaha mengambil tindakan dengan memperkenalkan pelbagai skim dan
bantuan dari segi bantuan fizikal dan juga mental.
